Bill Laimbeer, a two-time WNBA Coach of the Year and three-time WNBA Champion, enters his fourth
season as head coach of the New York Liberty.

During the 2015 campaign, his third full season as the head coach of the Liberty, Laimbeer helped
guide the franchise to the best regular season in team history, posting a franchise-record 23 victories
while the Liberty was able to grab the top overall seed in the WNBA for the first time ever and the top
spot in the Eastern Conference for the first time since 2002. New York advanced to the Eastern Confer-
ence Finals for its deepest playoff run since 2010.

Additionally, New York boasted a pair of All-WNBA performers for the first-time in Tina Charles (First
Team) and Epiphanny Prince (Second Team) while also seeing a pair of rookies, Kiah Stokes and Brittany
Boyd, land on the WNBA All-Rookie Team. The Liberty led the league in points allowed per game (71.1)
and defensive field goal percentage (.393).

Laimbeer previously spent eight seasons from 2002-09 as general manager and head coach of the
Detroit Shock (now Tulsa Shock), where he earned WNBA Coach of the Year honors in his first full season
as head coach (2003). He took over a team that finished 9-23 in the previous year and led them to a
league-best 25 wins the following season. The 16-win improvement was the largest in WNBA history.
Laimbeer led the Shock to a 137-93 (.596) overall record, including six-straight playoff appearances as
the squad won the WNBA Championship in 2003, 2006 and 2008.

As general manager of the Shock, Laimbeer made several key moves during his tenure that were
integral in Detroit capturing three WNBA Championships, which still stand as second most in league
history. In his first full season, Laimbeer drafted former All-Star and 2003 Rookie of the Year Cheryl
Ford. He also acquired the Finals MVP that year Ruth Riley in the WNBA dispersal draft.

Prior to returning to the WNBA, Laimbeer spent two seasons as an assistant in the NBA with the
Minnesota Timberwolves (2009-2011).

A 14-year NBA veteran, Laimbeer was a four-time All-Star for the Detroit Pistons. As a member of the
famed “Bad Boys,” Laimbeer totaled 13,790 points and 10,400 rebounds in his career, becoming just
the 19th player in NBA history to eclipse 10,000 in both categories. A key member of back-to-back NBA
Championships in 1989 and 1990, he had his jersey No. 40 retired by the franchise in 1995. Laimbeer
played college ball at Notre Dame from 1975-79, graduating with a degree in economics in 1979.

Laimbeer and his wife Chris are parents to their son Eric and daughter Keri

HISTORIC 20TH WNBA SEASON

e The WNBA is celebrating its historic 20th WNBA season in 2016, a milestone that is of additional significance for the Liberty as a
founding member of the league and one of three original franchises (Phoenix, Los Angeles).

The Liberty played in the in the inaugural WNBA game against the Los Angeles Sparks in the Great Western Forum on June 21, 1997.
The Liberty is the only WNBA franchise to operate under the same ownership group for all 20 years of the WNBA's existence.

New York played in the first-ever WNBA Championship game, falling to the Houston Comets, 65-52 on August 30, 1997.

The Liberty has been to the WNBA Finals three times, last in 2002.

The Liberty has an all-time record of 330-301 (.523) with 13 playoff berths.

TINA CHARLES NAMED EASTERN CONFERENCE PLAYER OF THE MONTH FOR MAY

Forward Tina Charles led the WNBA in scoring (23.4 ppg) and rebounding (11.8 rpg) through the first month of the season, leading to her
being named the Eastern Conference Player of the Month for games played in May. Charles recorded a double-double in all five games, in-
creasing her career double-double tally to 114, second all-time. It is the third time as a member of the Liberty that Charles has been named
Player of the Month and the sixth in her career, which ranks second all-time behind Maya Moore (7). Dating back to last season, the Liberty
has captured the last three Eastern Conference Player of the Month awards, tied for the second-longest streak in the award’s seven-year
history. Epiphanny Prince was the recipient last August, and Charles won the award in July‘15.

WHAT A PERFORMANCE

When the Liberty faced the Atlanta Dream on May 24, Tina Charles did something that only two other players in WNBA history had accom-
plished. She finished with 29 points, 10 rebounds, 6 assists, and 7 steals, becoming just the third player ever to score at least 29 points with
10 rebounds and also post five-plus assists and steals.

ZELLOUS BREAKS OUT

Shavonte Zellous enjoyed her best game as a member of the New York Liberty when NY hosted the Lynx on May 31. Zellous scored in
double figures for the first time, shooting 5-of-7 from the field to finish with 12 points. So far this season, Zellous ranks third on the team
in scoring at 7.2 ppg.

TINA CHARLES POSTING BIG NUMBERS

Heading into this weekend’s games, Tina Charles leads the WNBA in scoring, rebounding, and minutes. Charles has posted a double-double
in all five games so far this season, and is coming off a 23 point 11 rebound performance against Minnesota. She is averaging 23.4 ppg and
11.8 rpg, and also ranks first in the league in minutes (36.2), fourth in steals (2.2) and 12th in assists (3.4).

EASTERN CONFERENCE PLAYER OF THE WEEK - TINA CHARLES - MAY 24

Tina Charles was named the WNBA Eastern Conference Player of the Week for the 15th time in her career on May 24. Over the first three
games of the season she led the league in rebounding (12.7 rpg) and ranked first in the Eastern Conference in scoring (21.7 ppg) and
sixth in assists (3.3 apg). She led the Liberty in scoring in all three games over the first week of the season in addition to posting three
double-doubles.

SWIN CASH IS BACK WITH THE LIBERTY

The Liberty announced it had signed free agent forward Swin Cash to a rest of season contract on May 24. Cash was waived by the Liberty
on May 111in order for the team to meet its WNBA salary cap requirements. Per league rules, New York was required to wait a minimum of
10 days before Cash was eligible to re-sign with the team. Cash, originally acquired by New York from the Atlanta Dream in exchange for
DeLisha Milton-Jones during the 2014 season, has appeared in 40 games for the Liberty, making 32 starts. Last year, she started 28-of-34
games played, averaging 4.5 points and 2.4 rebounds per game.

SWORDS GRABS CAREER-HIGH 11 BOARDS
Center Carolyn Swords grabbed a career-high 11 rebounds against the Atlanta Dream on May 24, with four of them coming on the offensive
end. It was the first time this season a player other than Tina Charles led the Liberty in rebounding. Swords, who has started 27-straight

regular season games for New York, is currently averaging career-bests in scoring (5.2 ppg) and rebounding (4.4 rpg).

PROTECTING THE LEAD

Last season the Liberty was expert at protecting a lead. Throughout the entire 2015 regular season, anytime New York led by at least seven
points at any point of a game by they won every time. This season, the Liberty has seen leads of eight points and 12 points slip away, falling both
times in overtime. It is the first time since the 1999 season that the Liberty lost back-to-back games in overtime.

STOKES ALREADY CLOSING IN ON THE TOP-10

It did not take long for Kiah Stokes to establish herself as a premier defender in the WNBA, and she is already closing in on the top-10iin Liberty
history in blocked shots. After denying a shot against Minnesota on May 31, Stokes increased her career tally to 77, needing just three more
blocks to tie for 10th place in New York history. She is fourth in the league with 2.0 bpg so far this season.

THE DOUBLE-DOUBLE MACHINE

Forward Tina Charles has posted a double-double in all five games this year. With 23 points and 11 rebounds against Minnesota on May 31,
Charles recorded the 114th double-double of her career, second all-time in league history, and she has posted a double-double in 56.2 percent
of her games played as a pro. Her career 10.2 rebounds per game are first all time, while her career scoring average of 17.4 ppg is 10th.

LEAN ON ME

In New York, Tina Charles has had some of the highest usage numbers in the league, and so far the 2016 season is no exception. Through three
games, Charles has used 30.7 percent of the Liberty’s offensive plays when she is on the court, the second-highest rate in the league. Obviously
all of the attention is warranted as she is posting an impressive Player Impact Estimate of 25.1, which ranks first in the league for players
averaging at least 10 minutes per game.

RED HOT RODGERS

Fourth-year guard Sugar Rodgers capped off an impressive start to the 2016 season by scoring a career-high 24 points to go along with a
career-best six 3-pointers in the Liberty’s 79-71 win over Dallas on May 15. Rodgers is coming off a season in which she ranked third on the team
inscoring (8.1 ppg) and led the Liberty in 3-point shooting, hitting 41 triples. She already has 13 3-pointers through five games this season, and
currently ranks 14th in the WNBA in scoring, averaging 15.0 ppg.

BIG REBOUNDING NUMBERS
Tina Charles hauled in 16 rebounds against the Los Angeles Sparks on May 21, the most rebounds for any WNBA player so far this season. She is
averaging 11.8 rpg, which leads the league.

STILLGOTIT

Last season’s Liberty squad was one of the best performing defensive units over the past several years of the league, and with key additions
along the front line along with the addition of Shavonte Zellous, there is little reason to think that would be any different in 2016. Through four
games, the Liberty ranks first in the WNBA, yielding 77.5 possessions per 40 to opponents. Additionally, teams are shooting just 36.6 percent
against New York, first in the league.

ZELLOUS 2K

Shavonte Zellous surpassed 2,000-career points with her 8 point performance in New York’s 79-71 victory over Dallas on May 15. Now in her
eighth WNBA season, Zellous has a career average of 9.2 ppg. Last season, she averaged 8.4 ppg in Indiana, and her career-best came in 2013,
when she was a WNBA All-Star for the Eastern Conference and averaged 14.7 ppg. She had eight points in the 87-76 win at Washington in her
Liberty debut.

NEW YORK LIBERTY PAINTING COMPANY

Last season, New York dominated the interior, outscoring its opponents in the paint in 28-o0f-34 games played, posting a 20-8 mark in those
contests. The Liberty is right back at it this season, outscoring 4-of-5 opponents inside of the paint. So far New York has a 192-136 advantage in
the paint, an average of 11.2 more points per game in the interior.

LIBERTY 2015 SEASON HEADLINES

. New York finished the 2015 regular season with the best record in the WNBA for the first time in franchise history.

o New York was 23-11 overall, posting the most regular season wins in franchise history, passing the previous mark of 22.

. New York swept the season series with Phoenix for the first time since 2012, both games from Los Angeles for the first time since 2010,
and went 2-0 against Minnesota for the first time since 2007.

Bill Laimbeer was named WNBA Coach of the Year for the second time in his career.

Tina Charles (1st Team) and Epiphanny Prince (2nd Team) earned All-WNBA accolades.

Tina Charles, Kiah Stokes, and Tanisha Wright were all named WNBA Second-Team All-Defensive honorees.

Kiah Stokes was runner-up for 2015 WNBA Rookie of the Year and she was named to the All-Rookie team along with Brittany Boyd.

SHARING IS CARING

Led by Lindsey Harding's game-high seven assists, New York did an outstanding job of distributing the basketball in its season opener against
Washington, handing out 23 assists on 32 field goals. Four different players (Harding, Tina Charles, Tanisha Wright, Brittany Boyd) had at least
three assists on the night. So far this season, the Liberty’s assist percentage numbers are higher than a year ago. During the 2015 season, New
York assisted 60.5 percent of its field goals, but early in 2016 that number is 64.0 percent.

CLIMBING THE CAREER CHARTS

Tina Charles eclipsed 3,000-career points last season, becoming the 10th fastest player in WNBA history to do so. She is steadily climbing the
all-time charts for points and rebounds, as she is currently ranked 37th all-time in scoring, with 3,530 points, and 17th in rebounding, pulling
down 2,077 boards. Her career rebounding average of 10.2 per game is the best per game rate in the history of the league.

TINA CHARLES ON THE #ROADTORIO

Tina Charles will represent her country in the Olympics for a second time as she has been selected as one of 12 players to compete for the 2016 U.S. Olympic Women's Basketball Team at the Summer Games in Rio de
Janeiro. With her selection, Charles becomes the first active New York Liberty player to play for the U.S. at the Olympic games. Charles, who won a gold medal at the 2012 games in London, was also a member of a pair
of FIBA World Championship gold medal winning teams (2010, 2014). The United States will begin its quest for a historic sixth-consecutive gold medal when it faces Senegal on either August 6 or 7.

LIBERTY LONG ON OLYMPIC EXPERIENCE

While Tina Charles will play for gold at the 2016 Summer Games in Rio, she is one of several members of the Liberty team and coaching staff with Olympic Experience. Swin Cash, a 15-year veteran of the WNBA, is a
two-time gold medal winner, helping Team USA capture gold medals at Athens in 2004 and London in 2012. Associate head coach Katie Smith won gold three times, Sydney in 2000, Athens, and Beijing in 2008. Teresa
Weatherspoon won at gold medal at the 1988 games in Seoul, and won bronze in Barcelona in 1992.

LIBERTY MAKES A ‘BIG’ TRADE

The second overall picks in the 2015 WNBA Draft made her way to New York as the Liberty sent its 2017 first round pick to the Dallas Wings in exchange for Amanda Zahui B. and a 2017 second round pick. Zahui B., who
was the Big Ten Player of the Year and a First-Team All-American at Minnesota in 2015, averaged 3.4 points and 2.4 rebounds per game during her rookie season. She also shot .333 from 3-point range and averaged
0.6 blocks per game.

SHOWTIME IN THE BIG APPLE
The New York Liberty completed a trade for guard Shoni Schimmel on May 2, sending its 2017 second round pick to the Atlanta Dream in exchange for the two-time WNBA All-Star and the MVP of the 2014 All-Star game.
Over her first two WNBA seasons, Schimmel averaged 8.0 points and 3.4 assists per game, while knocking down 102 3-pointers, an average of 1.5 per game.

ROSTER TURNOVER
New York entered the 2016 season with seven returning players and six new faces. Bill Laimbeer begins his fourth season as head coach of the Liberty and all 13 current members of the Liberty have arrived after Laim-
beer started, meaning no players remain from the time he took over as head coach.

SHINING STARS

With the addition of two-time WNBA All-Star Shoni Schimmel, the Liberty now boasts six players on its roster that have earned at least one All-Star appearance during their careers. Tina Charles (2011, 2013, 2014, 2015)
and Swin Cash (2003, 2005, 2009, 2011) have each earned four selections, while Epiphanny Prince (2011, 2013) and Shoni Schimmel (2014, 2015) are two-time All-Stars, and Lindsey Harding (2010) and Shavonte
Zellous (2013) have earned one All-Star appearance.
