Katie Smith enters her fourth season as a member of the New York Liberty coaching staff,
having been promoted to associate head coach for the 2016 season, after serving two years
as an assistant coach. Since Smith joined the coaching staff, the Liberty has posted an overall
record of 59-43 (.578), posting back-to-back 20-win seasons and WNBA Playoffs berths in
2015 and 2016.

Smith spent the 2013 season — her final in the WNBA — with the Liberty, reuniting with Bill
Laimbeer who she won two titles with as a member of the Detroit Shock (now Dallas). She

retired after the 2013 campaign, finishing her 17-year playing career as the all-time leading
scorer in women’s professional baskethall and second in WNBA history, scoring 7,885-career

points as a professional and 6,452 in the WNBA.

A 15-year veteran of the WNBA, Smith was a seven-time All-Star and two-time First Team
AlI-WNBA selection. She won WNBA Championships in 2006 and 2008 with the Shock, and in
2011 was voted one of the Top 15 Players in WNBA history. She ranks first in the WNBA in both
three-point field goals made (906) and attempted (2,466), second in career points (6,452),
fourth in free throws made (1,440) and 10th in all-time assists (1,258).

Smith is the all-time leading scorer in the history of U.S. women's professional basketball (ABL
& WNBA) with 7,885 career points. Smith signed with the WNBA in 1999, joining Minnesota
after a two-year stint in the ABL. In 2006, she became the only player to win a championship
with both the ABL and WNBA, which was the same year she became the first player to win a
WNBA All-Star game as a member of both the Eastern and Western Conference teams. During
the WNBA's 20th season in 2016, Smith was voted as one of the top-20 best and most influen-
tial players in league history.

Her success also extended to the international level, having won three Olympic Gold Medals in
2000, 2004 and 2008, and the World Championships in 1998 and 2002.

Smith spent several seasons on the women’s basketball staff at her alma mater Ohio State
University. As a student-athlete for the Buckeyes, Smith helped guide her team to the NCAA
championship game as a freshman, and went on to break the Big Ten scoring record for points
scored in a career in men’s or women's basketball. On Jan. 21, 2001, Ohio State honored her as
the first female Buckeye athlete to have her number retired.

The All-Stars were announced tonight on ESPN's SportsCenter. Under the new All-Star Game format that replaces the traditional matchup
between conferences, Delle Donne and Parker will select their respective teams from the pool of remaining All-Stars to form two 11-player
rosters. Delle Donne will make the first pick and Parker will have the second pick. The two captains will then alternate picks until all players
have been selected.

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NY Liberty Celebrate “Westchester Day” at the County Center

The NY Liberty (5-14) is certainly not having the winning year they anticipated at the beginning of the 2018 WNBA season. However, fans still welcome them with open
arms at the Westchester County Center, while enjoying the games and the game-day activities.

On Sunday, the NY Liberty celebrated “Westchester County Day” and loyal Liberty fans were joined by Westchester County Executive George Latimer, Deputy County Exec-
utive Kenneth Jenkins, Assistant to the County Executive Crystal Collins and many Westchester County Legislators including, Lyndon Williams, John Testa, Nancy Barr, Terry
(Clements, David J. Tubiolo and MaryJane Shimsky.

Also joining the “Westchester Day” celebration, as the Liberty took on the Dallas Wings, were NY State Senator Jamaal Bailey, NYS Supreme Court Judge Joan Lefkowitz,
County Court Judge David Everett, Administrative Judge of the Ninth Judicial District Kathie Davidson and NYC Public Advocate Letitia James.

“We want them (NY Liberty) to grow their market. We think this is a good market for the organization. But obviously we want to grow with the team and as they have
success in coming years, we want to be part of it,” stated Westchester County Executive George Latimer.

Supreme Court Ninth Judicial District.

“The fans in Westchester have just been great to us and the way the County has welcomed us, it really has been spectacular,” acknowledged Liberty President Isiah Thomas.
“We are not having the greatest season but support from Westchester County has been great. For everyone to come out today, it is just awesome,” stated Thomas.

The Liberty is the midst of a tough season after having three consecutive 20-game winning seasons and three straight WNBA Playoff berths. With 15 games remaining in
the regular season, the Liberty are 5-14 and in 11th place in the WNBA standings; only the top eight teams make the Playoffs.

“There is a lot of basketball to be played and a lot to prove both individually and as a unit,” commented first-year Head Coach Katie Smith. “But | think it has to come from
within; it has to come from each individual person, myself, and everybody has to look at themselves first. I think right now it is a pride thing and that really has to shine
through,”said Smith.
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Kia Nurse Adjusting to WNBA, Life After UConn

The former UConn women’s basketball player is getting mentored by another former Husky.

Despite having the most former players in the WNBA with 17, playing professional basketball is certainly a lot different than playing at UConn. While the on-court product
is obviously better, former Husky Kia Nurse — the 10th overall pick of the New York Liberty — is learning life is a lot different when Chris Dailey isn't planning out every
second of her life.

“Off the court, [the biggest change] is the amount of free time we have,” she said. “Everything at UConn was very structured and you knew exactly what you were doing
with your schedule. Now you can do whatever you want whenever you want.”

However, Nurse isn’t complaining about her newfound freedom.

“It's a great lifestyle,” she said. “A lot of opportunities for you to figure out what you want to do with your life and also continue to get better as a basketball player and
grow as a person. So it’s been a lot of fun.”

On the court, things are also pretty different from Nurse. In late June, the Liberty lost five straight games, which were two more losses in the span of a week than Nurse
experienced in her entire four-year career at UConn. Luckily, losing isn't too much of a foreign concept to the Hamilton, Canada native.

“I'lost a lot more games with the national team than you think. You win some, you lose some, that’s how to goes,” Nurse said. “We're facing a little bit of adversity right now
with our team so we're continuing each and every day to get better and execute the way we want to.”

This past season, the Liberty moved out of Madison Square Garden to Westchester, NY — just outside of New York City. This means the team doesn't live in the city and
Nurse doesn't have to experience the culture shock of going from the ultra-rural Storrs to the City That Never Sleeps.

“We live outside the city which | prefer. There’s a lot of people and a lot of cars in the city and traffic that | can not handle but where we live it's quiet area,” she said. “It's a
little city out there in Westchester, the people are great. Trying to find the little hole in the wall restaurants is what I do right now, but it’s been a lot of fun.”

For most players in the league, basketball becomes a year-round job because the WNBA doesn’t pay them enough to support themselves. Because of this, players head to
the higher-paying leagues in Europe and Asia for the winter. Nurse is no exception while she has been in contact with teams, she isn't making any announcements just yet.

The entire process can be overwhelming for a rookie but luckily, Nurse has a mentor in fellow former UConn guard, Bria Hartley.

“She’s a super woman,” Nurse said of Hartley. “She’s taken me aside, helped me off the court and helped me understand how to be a professional and how the overseas
stuff works. She’s taken a hand in that helping me with that.”

Hartley is entering her fifth season and while she doesn't play overseas anymore, understands how difficult it is to be in Nurse’s shoes.

“I try to do the best | can to help her out. | remember when | was a rookie and trying to figure stuff out,” Harley said. “She has a great feel for the game. You see how well
she does with Canadian basketball, how well she did at UConn, so we want to build on her strengths but also get her to get more comfortable.”

Nurse has been a solid bench piece for the Liberty so far, playing in all 20 games while averaging 8.3 points, 2.2 rebounds and 1.6 assists in 20.9 minutes per game this
season.

At UConn, she earned minutes early because of her hard work and defense. So far in the WNBA, she’s using the same formula to get on the court.

“She’s definitely annoying when she’s guarding you. It frustrates a lot of teams, it gets them uncomfortable, and that's what you want in a defender,” Hartley said. “She’s
non-stop, definitely a hard worker, one of the hardest workers I've seen and when she goes out there she knows she can always rely on her defense.”
