The Liberty will finish their two-game road trip in Seattle on Sunday. In their last meeting in
Seattle on July 3, New York came away with an 84-83 victory.

Prior to the win on July 3, the New York Liberty had not defeated the Seattle Storm since
July 6, 2017. That all changed when the Liberty upended the Storm in a close win at Alaska
Airlines Arena.

Tina Charles and Kia Nurse combined for 50 points for New York. The team shot 49.3% from
the field and 42.1% from the three-point line.

With a visit to her former team, Tanisha Wright scored a season-high 10 points, four assists
and two steals. Brittany Boyd also added seven points and ten assists to the Liberty effort.

The New York Liberty enter Sunday’s matchup against the Seattle Storm after a 99-83 loss
to the Chicago Sky on Friday, July 12.

After Friday’s game, the Liberty now hold a 7-9 record, which puts them in 4th place of the
Eastern Conference.

Seattle finishes their five-game home stand against New York after a 91-85 win over the
Dallas Wings.

The Storm come into Sunday’s matchup against the Liberty with a 9-8 record and 4th place
in the Western Conference.

New York will have a quick turnaround having played Friday. The team is 5-1 when they have
less than two days off between games.

Rookie guard Asia Durr is active, however, she did not play in the game against Chicago on Friday
night due to a minor groin strain.

STORM LOOKING TO BOUNCE BACK
After losing their past three games, including home losses to the Liberty and the Dream, the Storm
came out strong against the Dallas Wings winning 95-81.

CHARLES VS. HOWARD REMATCH
Sunday’s game between New York and Seattle will feature the second matchup of the 2019 season
between Tina Charles and Natasha Howard. Charles comes into the game averaging 18.4 PPG, while
Howard is averaging 17.6 PPG, which ranks #3 and #4 in the WNBA respectively.

In their last meeting, Charles had 26 points and five boards. Howard had 15 points over 6 rebounds.

KIA NURSE TO START IN WNBA ALL-STAR GAME
It was announced on July 12 that second-year Liberty guard Kia Nurse was selected to the 2019
WNBA All-Star Game as a starter.

Nurse got the all-star nod after an impressive first half of the 2019 season. Over a period where the
Liberty roster was facing hardship between overseas commitments and injury, the 2018 first-round
pick stepped up and averaged 16 PPG while shooting 35.8% from the three-point line. Additionally,
Kia is 91.8% from the charity stripe and has provided solid defense for New York.

ALLEN iS ACTIVE
Liberty sharpshooter Rebecca Allen has been reactivated after suffering a metacarpal fracture last
month. In her first game back, she scored six points and played 12 minutes.

FRENCH CONNECTION
The newest face to the Liberty is French guard Marine Johanneés. The 510 guard has played for Tango
Bourges Basket, located in Bourges, France. She was voted Best Guard by fans in the regular season
awards.

Johannés has already had a preview of New York Liberty basketball, as she has been teammates
with Liberty players Bria Hartley and Nayo Raincock-Ekunwe in France. In her first WNBA game, she
scored 10 points in 16 minutes.

FAMILIAR FACES
Liberty guard Kia Nurse will go against her former college teammate, Seattle forward/center Kaleena
Mosqueda-Lewis on Wednesday. Nurse and Mosqueda-Lewis won a National Championship at the
University of Connecticut together in 2014 and 2015.

Also, Seattle guard Shavonte Zellous also played in New York during the 2015-2018 seasons.

Tanisha Wright was selected by the Seattle Storm in the First Round of the 2005 WNBA Draft. She
played for the Storm 2005-2013, winning a championship with the team in 2010.

KATIE SMITH

In 2019, Katie Smith enters her sixth season as a member of the New
York Liberty coaching staff and her second as the team’s head coach.
Smith was elevated to the top position on the bench in October 2017,
becoming the seventh head coach in franchise history. Smith originally
joined the Liberty staff in 2014 and spent two seasons as an assistant
to head coach Bill Laimbeer before assuming the role of associate head
coach for the 2016-17 campaigns. In her four seasons working alongside
Laimbeer, the Liberty posted an overall regular-season record of 81-55
(.596), including three straight 20-win seasons that earned three con-
secutive playoff berths from 2015 through 2017.

One of the greatest players in WNBA history, Smith played 15 seasons in
the league and, coupled with her two seasons in the ABL, retired as the
all-time scoring leader in women'’s professional basketball history with
7,885-career points. At the time of her retirement, she ranked second in
WNBA history with 6,452 career points and first in both three-point field
goals made (906) and attempted (2,466), fourth in free throws made
(1,440), and 10th in all-time assists (1,258). Smith was a two-time WNBA
champion (2006, 2008) playing for Laimbeer, then the Shock head
coach. She also voted as one of the Top 15 players in WNBA history in
2011 (the league’s 15th season) and as one of the Top 20 best and most
influential players in WNBA history in 2016, the league’s 20th campaign.

Her resume also includes seven selections to the WNBA All-Star Game
and three Olympic gold medals as a member of the U.S. Women’s Na-
tional Team (2000, 2004, 2008), Smith began her pro career in the
ABL as a member of the Columbus Quest, playing for head coach Bri-
an Agler and winning that league’s only two championships. She then
signed with the WNBA in 1999, joining the expansion Minnesota Lynx
along with Agler, who served as that team’s first head coach. Eight years
later in 2006, and by then a member of the Detroit Shock playing for
Laimbeer, Smith won her first WNBA championship. In that same 2006
season, Smith - playing in her sixth WNBA All-Star Game - became the
first player to notch All-Star wins as a member of both the Eastern and
Western Conference teams. Following the 2009 season, her last with
the Shock, Smith went on to play for the WNBA’s Washington Mystics
(2010) and Seattle Storm (2011-12). Then, in her final season as a player,
she joined the Liberty, reuniting with Laimbeer, then the New York head
coach. One year later she would join Laimbeer’s and embark upon her
coaching career in the professional ranks.

Smith’s success also extended to the international level where, in addi-
tion to winning three Olympic gold medals, she helped the U.S. Wom-
en’s National Team win gold at the FIBA World Championships in 1998
and 2002. Smith has a deep connection with Ohio State University. As
a student-athlete, the Logan, Ohio native helped the Buckeyes to the
NCAA championship game as a freshman and went on to break the Big
Ten scoring record for points scored in a career in men’s or women’s
basketball. On Jan. 21, 2001, The Ohio State University honored her as
the first female Buckeye athlete to have her number retired. Smith spent
several WNBA off-seasons on the Buckeyes’ women’s basketball staff.
