The Seattle Storm will travel to Brooklyn to take on the New York Liberty in their first-ever regular season game at the Barclays
Center on August 11.

This will mark the third meeting of the 2019 season between the Liberty and Storm.

In their first matchup in Seattle, New York came out on top on July 3 by a score of 84-83. In the second contest on July 14, the
Storm bested the Libs 78-69.

July 3

Prior to the win on July 3, the New York Liberty had not defeated the Seattle Storm since July 6, 2017. That all changed when the
Liberty upended the Storm in a close-win at Alaska Airlines Arena.

That night, Tina Charles and Kia Nurse combined for 50 points for New York. The team shot 49.3% from the field and 42.1% from the
three-point line on the day.

Tanisha Wright returned to her former city and scored a season-high 10 points, four assists and two steals. Brittany Boyd added
seven points and ten assists to the New York effort.

July 14

Kia Nurse led the Liberty offense in the 78-69 loss to the Storm with 19 points, as she was the only New York player to score in the
double-digits. Center Amanda Zahui B. led the team in rebounds with eight.

For the Storm, Crystal Longhorne matched Nurse’s 19-point night despite coming off the bench. Natasha Howard collected 14
points in the win, and Jordin Canada was within an arm’s reach of a triple-double with nine points, nine rebounds and eight assists.

New York is looking to snap their five-game losing streak and return to the winning ways of the first half.

In their most recent game on August 7, the Liberty fell to the Chicago Sky in a high-scoring battle, 101-92.

Despite the loss, New York’s offense was firing on all cylinders Wednesday night in Chicago. The Liberty were led in scoring by Tina
Charles, who had 24 points, Rebecca Allen who had a career-high 21 points (6-11 3PT), and rookie Marine Johannés who had 16
points and yet another perfect night from the field (6-6 FG, 4-4 3PT). Amanda Zahui B. grabbed a team-high nine rebounds.

After Wednesday’s loss, the New York Liberty now have a record of 8-14.

The Seattle Storm come into Sunday’s match against the Liberty with a record of 13-11, and the 3rd place spot in the Western Con-
ference.

In their last game on August 8, the Storm topped the Dallas Wings in a 69-57 home victory.

Seattle forward Natasha Howard led the Storm with a game-high 23 points, alongside Jordin Canada who had 18 points and six
assists. Alysha Clark added 12 points and eight boards to help seal the victory.

Tina Charles - Charles is coming up on 100 WNBA three pointers made as she is currently at 82.
Brittany Boyd - Approaching 250 WNBA two pointers made, she currently has 235.

Amanda Zahui B. - Currently has 87 WNBA blocks and is approaching 100.

JOHANNES PERFECT, AGAIN
For the second time this season, Marine Johannes had a perfect night on the floor. In a
high-scoring 101-92 loss to the Chicago Sky on August 7, the French native had 16 total points
which included shooting 6-6 from the field and 4-4 from 3-point territory.

On July 20 in a win over the Sparks, the Liberty were led by a breakout performance from rookie
and recent addition Marine Johannés. Johannés, who joined the team after competing in the
EuroBasket Tournament with teammate Bria Hartley for Team France, put the WNBA on

notice with a 17-point point night where she was perfect from the field, beyond the perimeter,
and charity stripe. Johannés went 6-6 from the field, 4-4 from 3PT, and 1-1 at the line along with
five defensive rebounds.

A CAREER NIGHT FOR BEC
Liberty sharpshooter and Australia native Rebecca Allen had the best scoring performance of
her WNBA career on August 7 against the Chicago Sky. Allen, who is returning from a
metacarpal fracture, totaled 21 points on the night, which included six three-pointers, four assists
and four blocks.

WHERE BROOKLYN AT?
The matchup between the New York Liberty and Seattle Storm will be the Liberty’s first
regular-season WNBA game played at the Barclays Center in Brooklyn, N.Y.

This past preseason, the Liberty took on the Chinese National Team at the Barclays on May 9.
New York won by a score of 89-71in their inaugural Barclays center appearance.

Chinese native Han Xu and Tina Charles were tied for game-high scoring with 19 points each.

SEATTLE AND NEW YORK OVERALL SERIES IS EVEN
Just as the Liberty and Storm are tied on the 2019 season series with one win each, the overall
historical record between the two franchises is also tied.

Since the Seattle Storm’s inception to the WNBA in 2000, the Liberty have an even recorded
against them of 20 wins and 20 losses.

Sunday’s matchup will not only determine who will win the head-to-head series of the 2019
season, but also who will have the edge in the overall series record.
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2019 WNBA ALL-STAR GAME RECAP
Liberty guard Kia Nurse competed in her first-career WNBA All-Star Game in Las Vegas this
past weekend as a starter, as did center Tina Charles who was selected to her 7th-career All-Star
Game. Both New York Liberty players were drafted to Team Delle Donne’s roster. Additionally,
Kia Nurse competed in the 3-point contest in the WNBA Skills Competition on Friday, July 26.

Team Delle Donne fell to Team Wilson by a score of 129-126. Nurse provided 15 points for Delle
Donne’s roster, and Tina Charles added 4 points and 5 rebounds off the bench.

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KATIE SMITH

In 2019, Katie Smith enters her sixth season as a member of the New
York Liberty coaching staff and her second as the team’s head coach.
Smith was elevated to the top position on the bench in October 2017,
becoming the seventh head coach in franchise history. Smith originally
joined the Liberty staff in 2014 and spent two seasons as an assistant
to head coach Bill Laimbeer before assuming the role of associate head
coach for the 2016-17 campaigns. In her four seasons working alongside
Laimbeer, the Liberty posted an overall regular-season record of 81-55
(.596), including three straight 20-win seasons that earned three con-
secutive playoff berths from 2015 through 2017.

One of the greatest players in WNBA history, Smith played 15 seasons in
the league and, coupled with her two seasons in the ABL, retired as the
all-time scoring leader in women'’s professional basketball history with
7,885-career points. At the time of her retirement, she ranked second in
WNBA history with 6,452 career points and first in both three-point field
goals made (906) and attempted (2,466), fourth in free throws made
(1,440), and 10th in all-time assists (1,258). Smith was a two-time WNBA
champion (2006, 2008) playing for Laimbeer, then the Shock head
coach. She also voted as one of the Top 15 players in WNBA history in
2011 (the league’s 15th season) and as one of the Top 20 best and most
influential players in WNBA history in 2016, the league’s 20th campaign.

Her resume also includes seven selections to the WNBA All-Star Game
and three Olympic gold medals as a member of the U.S. Women’s Na-
tional Team (2000, 2004, 2008), Smith began her pro career in the
ABL as a member of the Columbus Quest, playing for head coach Bri-
an Agler and winning that league’s only two championships. She then
signed with the WNBA in 1999, joining the expansion Minnesota Lynx
along with Agler, who served as that team’s first head coach. Eight years
later in 2006, and by then a member of the Detroit Shock playing for
Laimbeer, Smith won her first WNBA championship. In that same 2006
season, Smith - playing in her sixth WNBA All-Star Game - became the
first player to notch All-Star wins as a member of both the Eastern and
Western Conference teams. Following the 2009 season, her last with
the Shock, Smith went on to play for the WNBA’s Washington Mystics
(2010) and Seattle Storm (2011-12). Then, in her final season as a player,
she joined the Liberty, reuniting with Laimbeer, then the New York head
coach. One year later she would join Laimbeer’s and embark upon her
coaching career in the professional ranks.

Smith’s success also extended to the international level where, in addi-
tion to winning three Olympic gold medals, she helped the U.S. Wom-
en’s National Team win gold at the FIBA World Championships in 1998
and 2002. Smith has a deep connection with Ohio State University. As
a student-athlete, the Logan, Ohio native helped the Buckeyes to the
NCAA championship game as a freshman and went on to break the Big
Ten scoring record for points scored in a career in men’s or women’s
basketball. On Jan. 21, 2001, The Ohio State University honored her as
the first female Buckeye athlete to have her number retired. Smith spent
several WNBA off-seasons on the Buckeyes’ women’s basketball staff.
