The New York Liberty will travel to Atlanta the to take on the Dream in their third meeting of the 2019 regular season.
In their first matchup on June 30 in Atlanta, the Liberty came out on top 74-58.

The New York offense was led by Tina Charles who had 24 total points and eight rebounds. Brittany Boyd had a sea-
son-high 15 points, and Reshanda Gray grabbed a season-high 15 rebounds which currently holds as the most boards in
a single game by a Liberty player this season.

The Liberty shot 43.7% from the field compared to Atlanta’s 271%. New York also out-rebounded the Dream with 43
total boards topping ATL’s 30 total.

For the Dream, their offense was led by Brittney Sykes and Renee Montgomery who had 18 and 11 points, respectively.
In the two squads’ second and most recent meeting, Atlanta evened out the season-series and came away with a road
win over the Liberty, 90-87.

Bria Hartley led all New York scorers with 17 points, followed by Tina Charles with 15, and Rebecca Allen with 11.
Atlanta received a well-balanced scoring effort from their starting five who all surpassed the double-digit mark. Such
scoring was led by Tiffany Hayes’ 19-point night, Renee Montgomery with 18 points, Brittney Sykes who added 17, as
well as Jessica Breland who posted a double-double of 11 points and a game-high 12 rebounds.

In the New York Liberty’s last home game on September 6, the team fell to Indiana, 86-81.

New York shot 44% from the field and 36.4% from beyond the arc.

Tina Charles led New York with 19 points and 11 rebounds, her eighth double-double of the season. She shot 9-0of-23
from the field and added four assists to the Liberty effort.

French guard Marine Johannes was the team’s second leading scorer, adding 16 points on 5-0f-12 shooting from the
field and 2-of-6 from beyond the arc. She also had a career high seven assists.

In the Atlanta Dream’s last game on September 5 against the Las Vegas Aces, they pulled away a 78-74 win on their
home court.

The Dream were led by Elizabeth Williams who had 20 points over eight boards. Brittney Sykes added 15 points (3-5
3PT) with eight rebounds of her own.

With the win, the Dream’s record has now improved to 8-25.

Tina Charles - Charles is coming up on 100 WNBA three pointers made as she is currently at 85.
Amanda Zahui B - Approaching 100 WNBA career blocks, she currently has 92.

Rebecca Allen - Currently has scored 495 WNBA points and is approaching 500.

The Louisville product and rookie starter showcased her
ckills most notably on June 20, where she dropped 20 points (10-16 FG) in the Liberty win over Minnesota. One week
ater, Durr followed up her performance with a 19-point night in Chicago where she shot 3-3 from beyond the arc.

Marine Johannes- The French native and WNBA rookie has caught the attention of the entire league. From multiple
games where she had perfect shooting percentages, to consecutive 20-point nights in her last two outings, Johannes
has quietly been one of the most impactful rookies across the league since her Liberty debut following the EuroBasket
Tournament.

Han Xu- The youngest player in the WNBA, Xu has seen an uptick in both her minutes and scoring late in her rookie
season. She has been commended by Coach Katie Smith for her ability to rebound and shoot from the five position.
Fmbraced all around the world from her native country of China, to here in the Big Apple, Han has the backing to be
colidified as an international superstar as her young career in the W progresses.

KATIE SMITH

In 2019, Katie Smith enters her sixth season as a member of the New
York Liberty coaching staff and her second as the team’s head coach.
Smith was elevated to the top position on the bench in October 2017,
becoming the seventh head coach in franchise history. Smith originally
joined the Liberty staff in 2014 and spent two seasons as an assistant
to head coach Bill Laimbeer before assuming the role of associate head
coach for the 2016-17 campaigns. In her four seasons working alongside
Laimbeer, the Liberty posted an overall regular-season record of 81-55
(.596), including three straight 20-win seasons that earned three con-
secutive playoff berths from 2015 through 2017.

One of the greatest players in WNBA history, Smith played 15 seasons in
the league and, coupled with her two seasons in the ABL, retired as the
all-time scoring leader in women'’s professional basketball history with
7,885-career points. At the time of her retirement, she ranked second in
WNBA history with 6,452 career points and first in both three-point field
goals made (906) and attempted (2,466), fourth in free throws made
(1,440), and 10th in all-time assists (1,258). Smith was a two-time WNBA
champion (2006, 2008) playing for Laimbeer, then the Shock head
coach. She also voted as one of the Top 15 players in WNBA history in
2011 (the league’s 15th season) and as one of the Top 20 best and most
influential players in WNBA history in 2016, the league’s 20th campaign.

Her resume also includes seven selections to the WNBA All-Star Game
and three Olympic gold medals as a member of the U.S. Women’s Na-
tional Team (2000, 2004, 2008), Smith began her pro career in the
ABL as a member of the Columbus Quest, playing for head coach Bri-
an Agler and winning that league’s only two championships. She then
signed with the WNBA in 1999, joining the expansion Minnesota Lynx
along with Agler, who served as that team’s first head coach. Eight years
later in 2006, and by then a member of the Detroit Shock playing for
Laimbeer, Smith won her first WNBA championship. In that same 2006
season, Smith - playing in her sixth WNBA All-Star Game - became the
first player to notch All-Star wins as a member of both the Eastern and
Western Conference teams. Following the 2009 season, her last with
the Shock, Smith went on to play for the WNBA’s Washington Mystics
(2010) and Seattle Storm (2011-12). Then, in her final season as a player,
she joined the Liberty, reuniting with Laimbeer, then the New York head
coach. One year later she would join Laimbeer’s and embark upon her
coaching career in the professional ranks.

Smith’s success also extended to the international level where, in addi-
tion to winning three Olympic gold medals, she helped the U.S. Wom-
en’s National Team win gold at the FIBA World Championships in 1998
and 2002. Smith has a deep connection with Ohio State University. As
a student-athlete, the Logan, Ohio native helped the Buckeyes to the
NCAA championship game as a freshman and went on to break the Big
Ten scoring record for points scored in a career in men’s or women’s
basketball. On Jan. 21, 2001, The Ohio State University honored her as
the first female Buckeye athlete to have her number retired. Smith spent
several WNBA off-seasons on the Buckeyes’ women’s basketball staff.
