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LIBERTY VS. STORM QUICK HITS

As they commence a two-game set with
Seattle, Wednesday night’s meeting will
mark the New York Liberty’s 44th all-time
regular season matchup against the Se-
attle Storm. These two franchises have
never met in the postseason.

Last season, the Liberty dropped both
matchups against the Storm. Exactly one
year ago today, New York played Seattle
on August 18th, 2020 down in the WN-
BA’s “Wubble” in Florida. In this matchup
the Storm came away with a 41-point,
105-65 victory against the - at the time

- rebuilding Liberty. With the loss, New
York fell to an all-time 20-23 (.465)
against Seattle in their all-time head-to-
head regular-season meetings.

Going into Wednesday night’s opener of
this two-game, back-to-back set against
the Storm, the Liberty’s 218 Three-Point-
ers Made so far this season lead the
WNBA, and the team is top-5 in Three
Point Percentage (35.7%), too. They are
top-2 in Pace (98.52), top-3 in Effective
Field Goal Percentage (50.5).

For the Storm, they are looking the part
as defending champions this season.
They lead the WNBA in Assists Per Game
(21.6), Three Point Percentage (39.0%),
and Fast Break Points Per Game (12.7).
They are also top-5 in Points Per Game
(86.4), Rebounds Per Game (36.9),
Three-Pointers Made (197), and Steals Per
Game (7.4).

This season, the Liberty and Storm are
the top-2 teams at defending the three-
point arc as they surrender the fewest
opponent triples per game; however, with
both teams being elite from behind

the arc and having their respective in-
side scoring threats, this will be a stat

to watch as both teams are likely to sur-
render more triples than their respective
averages.

Plus, with dynamic top-5 assist women
in Sabrina lonescu and Sue Bird on the
court, this game could very well turn into
a three-point shootout.

Before arriving in the Big Apple via trade
in February, Natasha Howard spent three
seasons in the Pacific Northwest playing
for the Storm, during which the 6-foot-

2 forward averaged 14.1 points and 7.3
rebounds per game and won two of

her three WNBA Championships (2018

& 2020). In 2018, she was awarded the
league’s Most Improved Player Award. In
2019, she was All-WNBA First Team and
the WNBA Defensive Player of the Year in
2019.

Howard is coming off of a 30-point ex-
plosion in Sunday’s game against the
Lynx and, with averages of 19.7 points
and 5.7 rebounds per game, should be a
major factor on both ends of the court
against her former team.

The Liberty’s resident long-range sharp-
shooter, Sami Whitcomb, also previously
played for the Storm. The 5-foot-10 guard
spent four seasons with Seattle and was
a member of the 2018 and 2020 WNBA
Championship-winning teams.

30-PIECE HISTORY

With her season-high 30-point explosion last Sunday night against the Lynx, three-time

WNBA champion Natasha Howard became the third New York Liberty player this season
to have a 30-point game (Betnijah Laney & Sami Whitcomb). This marks the first time in
franchise history three players have totaled 30+ points in a single season.

Over the previous seven seasons from 2014 to 2020, only six Liberty players have
reached this single-game scoring mark - most recently Sabrina lonescu in 2020.

SAMI’'S MIP CAMPAIGN

Veteran sharpshooter and valued leader, Sami Whitcomb, is compiling a career-year in
her first campaign with New York. Whitcomb is currently averaging career-highs of 12.1
points, 5.7 rebounds and 2.9 assists per game. Sami’s career-highs do not stop there, as
she is shooting personal bests of 48.2% from the field and 43.3% from deep, as well as
0gging 29.5 minutes per game and a career-high 22 starts. She is currently first in the
WNBA in three-point field goals made on the season (58).

IF YOU DON’T KNOW B BY NOW...”

Potential MVP Candidate and first-time WNBA All-Star, Betnijah Laney, has combined for
110 points for New York in the first 22 games of the season. She is shooting 48.1% from
the field and 31.2% from beyond the arc. Laney currently ranks third in the league in field
goals made (156), ninth in points per game (18.6), and has eclipsed double-figure scoring
n 20 of the first 22 contests. Similarly, Betnijah finished her 2020 WNBA Most Improved
Player Award season totaling 13 of the last 14 games in double figures for the Dream.

BROOKLYN VETS

The New York Liberty highlighted the WNBA'’s off-season transactions with the addi-
tions of veterans Betnijah Laney, Natasha Howard and Sami Whitcomb. They have each
fought hard to overcome adversity and earn their spots as 3 of 144, and now begin the
next chapter of their WNBA careers with the Liberty. Each player brings unique experi-
ence, high-level character, and championship pedigree to this New York Liberty roster.

THE FLASH IN NY

On February 8, the Liberty made a blockbuster trade to bring three-time WNBA Cham-
pion, Natasha Howard to New York from the Seattle Storm in exchange for the 2021 No. 1
overall draft pick.

The WNBA'’s 2019 Defensive Player of the Year, Natasha Howard (29) is a 6-2 forward
who is entering her eighth WNBA season. Howard was drafted by the Indiana Fever in
2014 where she spent two seasons, followed by two years with the Minnesota Lynx. How-
ard won her first WNBA Championship (2017) alongside Liberty Head Coach Walt Hop-
kins in Minnesota. During her three-year tenure with the Seattle Storm, Howard secured
two additional WNBA Championships (2018, 2020).

In Seattle’s 2020 Championship season, Howard averaged 9.5 points and 7.1 rebounds per
game while shooting 53.0% from the field during the regular season.

SAMI IN SEAFOAM
Fifth-year WNBA veteran, Sami Whitcomb, joined the Liberty after spending the past
four seasons with the Seattle Storm.

Whitcomb (32), a 5-10 guard, came to New York after helping the Storm to two WNBA ti-
tles. In Seattle’s 2020 championship season, Whitcomb averaged 8.1 points, 2.3 rebounds
and 2.0 assists per game while shooting 38.1% from three, 44.3% from the field and T00%
at the free throw line (22-22). The Ventura, Calif. native and Australia citizen signed as a
free agent with the Storm in 2017 after competing professionally overseas for several sea-
sons, most notably in Australia’s WNBL.

BEC’S BACK

Sami Whitcomb will not be the only Australian sharpshooter bringing their talents to
Brooklyn, as the Liberty have re-signed veteran forward Rebecca Allen. Allen, 28, re-joins
the Liberty as the team’s longest-tenured member (along with Kiah Stokes) after five
seasons with New York. Rebecca, whose most recent season with the Liberty was in 2019,
@veraged a career-high 7.2 points per game on a team-best 42.6% shooting from three-
point territory.

SOPHOMORE SZN

Just as New York was historically rookie-heavy in 2020, the team will be returning five soph-
omores to their roster this season: Sabrina lonescu, Jazmine Jones, Leaonna Odom, Kylee
Shook, and Jocelyn Willoughby (out for season).

2021 WNBA DRAFT
The New York Liberty enjoyed a successful 2021 WNBA Draft, as the front office was able to
procure two first-round talents in Michaela Onyenwere and DiDi Richards.

Onyenwere, the Liberty’s No. 6 overall pick, is a 6-0O forward. The Aurora, Colo. native aver-
aged 19.1 points and 7.2 rebounds while shooting 42.1% in her senior campaign, leading UCLA
to a Sweet Sixteen appearance. Michaela, a four-year letter winner with the Bruins, finished
her collegiate career as the fourth overall leading scorer in program history (1,888 points).

Richards, New York’s No. 17 overall selection, is a 6-2 guard/forward. DiDi averaged 6.3 points
and 6.3 assists per game in the 2020-21 season while shooting 42.9% from the field, leading
Baylor to a 28-3 finish and Final Four appearance. The Cypress, Texas native, known for her
elite defensive ability, garnered the 2020 Naismith and WBCA Defensive Player of The Year
Awards.

PLAYER TO COACH

On April 26, 2021, the Liberty announced the hiring of Jacki Gemelos as an assistant coach.
Gemelos, 32, begins her first season as a WNBA coach after several seasons of service in the
league. Jacki was a point guard for the Chicago Sky in 2015, and split time between the Con-
necticut Sun and Washington Mystics in 2020. Additionally, she has played six seasons over-
seas, and was a member of Greece’s National Women’s Basketball Team.

YES, PLEASE.
The Liberty’s regional TV partner since 2019, will televise a record 19 New York Liberty games
this season All of YES’ 19 Liberty telecasts will also be streamed live on the YES App.

DIDI’S PERSERVERANCE

In October 2020, New York Liberty rookie, DiDi Richards, suffered a collision during prac-
tice at Baylor that left her temporarily paralyzed. Just 38 days later, Richards returned to
the hardwood where she was able to lead the Lady Bears to an NCAA Final Four finish. In
the same season, DiDi ranked second in the nation in total assists (189) while averaging 6.3
points and 6.3 assists during her senior campaign.

WITHOUT WILLOUGHBY

New York Liberty guard/forward Jocelyn Willoughby suffered a tear of her left Achilles’
tendon during the team’s scrimmage on May 3 at Connecticut. Willoughby underwent a suc-
cessful surgical repair on May 5 at Hospital for Special Surgery (HSS). She will miss the 2021
season.

Hopkins has over a decade of experience as a basketball coach at the professional, collegiate,
and high school levels. He specializes in: relationship building; providing nuanced individual skill
development at every position, improving footwork and shot mechanics, creating and maintaining
positive team culture via specific framing and communication strategies, and cultivating positive
mindsets in players and coaches.

Prior to joining the Lynx staff, Hopkins served as Academic Coach at the University of California,
Berkeley (2014-2016). He also served as the assistant women’s basketball coach at Utah Valley
University (2013-2014) and Director of Basketball Operations and Player Development Coach for
the Tulsa Shock (2013).

Originally from Sparks, Nevada, Hopkins received his bachelor’s degree at the University of Neva-
da-Reno. He also holds master’s degrees from Harvard and UC Berkeley, where his studies focused
primarily on applying findings from Social, Developmental and Educational Psychology to coach-
ing settings.
