MATCHUP QUICK HITS
The New York Liberty conclude their final multi-game road trip with a Friday night matchup against the Seattle Storm. 
 
These two teams most recently met on July 6 in Seattle. Breanna Stewart and Sabrina Ionescu each notched 20 points in the first half, the first pair of
teammates to have such performances in the same half this season. 
 
Ionescu's first-half scoring came as she shot 6-for-9 from the floor, 5-for-6 from deep, 3-for-3 from the line - just the sixth 20-point outing in a half with at least
five threes in New York Liberty history. She is also the only all-time Liberty player to record a qualifying stat line multiple times.
 
With an additional five rebounds and five assists, Sabrina Ionescu passed Maya Moore for the seventh most 20-5-5 career games with her 28th such
performance. Ionescu has since risen to No. 5 on the WNBA's all-time list with 30 qualifying games. 
 
With her first three of the night, Natasha Cloud brought her career total to 300 3-pointers. She is just the 67th player in league history to reach that milestone. 
 
The Liberty's last outing was against Golden State on Sept. 2, a game in which Breanna Stewart recorded her 57th performance with 19 points, five rebounds,
and two steals. She is now tied with Candace Parker for the seventh-most qualifying games in WNBA history. Stewart also moved up to No. 13 on New York's
leaderboard for made 3-pointers, with a Liberty career total of 146, surpassing Rebecca Allen. 
 
Natasha Cloud logged 19 points (6-for-13 FG, 3-for-7 3FG, 4-for-4 FT), five rebounds, and four assists -  just the seventh 19-5-4 game of her career. For just
the second time in her career, Cloud led or co-led her team in points, assists, and rebounds in the same game — becoming only the 13th player in franchise
history to do so.
 
Rebekah Gardner tallied a game-high +16 plus/minus, matching her season high and the second-best mark of her career. 
 
Marine Johannès reached 200 career 3-pointers, becoming just the 10th player in Liberty franchise history to achieve this milestone. 
 
Jonquel Jones is the league's third-leading 3-point shooter by percentage (among qualified players) with a 44.1% (52-for-118) success rate. Leonie
Fiebich ranks sixth, shooting 42.6% (42-for-108) from deep, closely followed by Kennedy Burke in seventh as she is shooting 42.3% (42-for-104) from beyond
the arc.

▪ TOP OF THE CHARTS: The New York Liberty lead the WNBA in assist percentage (73.3%). 
o New York has outscored its opponents by 3.83 points per game, the third-best mark in the WNBA with only Atlanta (6.68) and Minnesota (10.25) ahead of them. 

 

▪ RUNNING IT UP 

o New York has won 13 of its 41 contests by double figures, including six wins of at least 20 points.  
▪ The Liberty are tied with Atlanta for the second-most 20+ point wins in 2025.  
▪ See the chart for a look at the Liberty seasons with the most 

20+ point wins. 
o In 16 games this season, at least five New York players scored in double figures. The Liberty hold the lead for the most such games in the WNBA this season.

▪ FROM DISTANCE: See the chart for a look at the most 3-pointers made by New York in a season. 
o New York has hit the second-most threes in the WNBA this season. 
o The Liberty have made the third-most triples in team history. 

▪ *The 2022 regular season featured 36 contests, 2023 & 2024 
featured 40. 

 

▪ JUMPING AHEAD EARLY: Of New York’s 41 outings, 24 of New York’s first halves have ended with a tie or a Liberty lead this season. They have held double-digit leads at the break nine times and have led by 20 or more after the second quarter three times.  
o The Liberty had three halftime leads of at least 20 points three times last regular season.  

 

▪ LIBS ON DEFENSE: The Liberty’s opponents average a -3.8 plus/minus, the third-lowest allowance in the league. 
o New York has held its opponents to the league’s lowest success rate from three (31.5%, 8.3-for-26.4). 
 

▪ CHECK IN, BALL OUT: New York has one of the most impactful collections of reserve players in the WNBA. The Liberty’s bench performance leads the league in 3-point shooting (36.7%), true shooting (57.0%) and has totaled a 39.2 defensive rating, second only to Atlanta (35.2). 
o New York’s reserves have combined for 30+ points on 50.0% from the floor and beyond the arc five times in 2025 - tied with Connecticut, Dallas and Phoenix for the second-most such games this season. See 

the chart for teams with 30+ points, 50.0% FG, 50.0% 3FG bench performances. 
o Shining on both ends of the court, the Liberty’s bench has tallied the third-best net rating in the league (1.6) with Atlanta’s (1.8) and Minnesota’s (4.3) ratings ahead of them.

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Player Notes 

 
▪ JJ DBL-DBLS: On Aug. 24, Jonquel Jones tallied 18 points (8-for-10 FG, 2-for-4 3FG) and 11 rebounds, marking her 101st career double-double. 

o Since joining New York ahead of the 2023 season, Jones has tallied 33 double-doubles in the regular season, which is the seventh-most in the league over that span. 
o New York is a perfect 33-0 in regular season games where Jones notches a double-double.  

▪ She joins Vickie Johnson (4-0) and Kelsey Bone (2-0) as the only Liberty players who posted multiple double-doubles with the team and an undefeated record. 
o See the chart for a look at where Jones ranks in career 

double-doubles in WNBA history. 
o Jones is the only player in the WNBA averaging over 14 points, eight rebounds and 40.0% from three with her 14.4 points per game, 8.4 rebounds per game, and 44.1% 3FG% marks. 

▪ BIG MEESS: Fresh off a FIBA EuroBasket Most Valuable Player run, Emma Meesseman has provided an instant impact for the New York Liberty in her return to the WNBA. 
▪ See the table for a look the Liberty in the six games post-All-Star break and the first six 

games with the addition of Meesseman.  
o With the first eight games of her 2025 WNBA campaign, she is the only player to record at least 10 points in each game and shoot at least 54.0% from the field to open her 2025 season. 
o In Meesseman’s first WNBA back-to-back since 2022, she scored 24 points on 8/12 and 8/13, including her 22nd career double-double in the second game (24 points, 11 rebounds). This also marked her first consecutive 24-point games in her WNBA career. 

▪ SOPHMORE SZN: On June 16, Leonie Fiebich made her 40th career start (including the postseason). Following that victory, her win total reached 34, the most of any WNBA player in her first 40 starts. 
o When compared to her fellow second-year players who have appeared in at least 30 games, Fiebich shines, leading in offensive rating (104.7), defensive rating (98.9), net rating (+5.9), and per game plus/minus (+3.3). See the 

chart for how Fiebich’s shooting ranks compared to her sophomore 
peers with 30+ games played. 

o Fiebich is one of only two players with no more than three years of WNBA experience to have a top five ranking in offensive rating, defensive rating and net rating among Eastern Conference forwards with at least 30 appearances this season.

IN-SEASON STORYLINES
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▪ ON CLOUD NINE: Natasha Cloud opened her Liberty career on 5/17 vs. the Las Vegas Aces and became the first WNBA player to record at least 22 points, six rebounds, and nine assists in her debut with a new franchise. Upon the conclusion of the first week of play, Cloud represented the Eastern Conference when she won her first-ever WNBA Player of the Week award. 
o Of players with at least 35 games under their belt this season, Cloud has the second-best assist/turnover ratio in the league (2.84) and has the eighth-highest rate of assists per game (5.2), in addition to averaging only 1.8 turnovers a game. She is the only player to rank in the top eight of both categories while averaging less than two turnovers per game 

o Cloud has tallied at least 20 points and five assists four times thus far in 2025. See the chart for Cloud’s history of 20-point, five assist 
games. 

o Her back-to-back 20-point performances on 6/29 and 7/3 match her longest streak of consecutive 20-point games, previously set on 7/23 and 7/26/2023. 
 

▪ KB FROM THREE: Thus far in 2025, Kennedy Burke holds the seventh-highest 3-point shooting percentage (of qualified players) in the WNBA as she is connecting 44-of-104 (42.3%) attempts from beyond the arc.  
o 2025 has seen Burke reach new peaks. Playing more minutes than ever (21.8 minutes per game), she has solidified herself as a go-to reserve player and a confident starter when called upon.  
o Burke’s true shooting percentage (59.8%) is the highest of her career. She has hit more threes this season than she has in her past three years in the WNBA combined (2021: 6-for-18; 2022: 11-for-32; 2024: 15-for-58).

IN-SEASON STORYLINES
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▪ SA-THREE-NA: On 6/5 against Washington, Sabrina Ionescu hit two 3-pointers to become the Liberty’s all-time leading 3-point scorer, surpassing Crystal Robinson’s 400 3-point field goals. Her career total currently stands at 459 made 3-point shots. 
o With 80 made threes on the season thus far, Sabrina Ionescu has the eighth-most made shots from deep in the league. 
o The 5/29 contest against the Washington Mystics featured Ionescu hitting five 3-pointers in the first half, matching her career high. 
o For the first time in her career, Ionescu has scored at least 30 points in consecutive games (6/14: 34 pts, 6/17: 34 pts). She is only the second Liberty player to do this after Breanna Stewart (8/28-30/2024) and the first WNBA player to do so since Atlanta’s Rhyne Howard’s three game streak in 2024 (9/3-8/2024). She joins Diana Taurasi (2006), Liz Cambage (2018) and Kahleah Copper (2024) as the only WNBA players to reach 34 points in back-to-back games. 
o In the three-game stretch from 7/3 to 7/8, Ionescu recorded at least 20 points, five rebounds and five assists in each game. This is the longest such streak in Liberty history and marks the second-longest in WNBA history, one game shy of Caitlin Clark’s four-game run from 7/17 - 8/24/2023.  
o Ionescu earned the WNBA’s Eastern Conference Player of the Week award for Week 7 and Week 8. This is the first time she received this award in consecutive weeks, marking her 10th total honor. 
o On 7/18, Ionescu won her second WNBA 3-Point Contest. Only Allie Quigley’s four titles rank above her. 
o With her July Kia WNBA Eastern Conference Player of the Month award, Ionescu secured her fifth monthly award, the second-most in franchise history. 

▪ See the table for Ionescu’s performance 
leading up to her award wins. 

o On 8/3, Sabrina Ionescu totaled a season-high 36 points (14-for-22 FG, 7-for-7 FT), 11 rebounds and four assists. That being her second performance surpassing 30-10-4, she is the only guard in WNBA history to achieve this feat more than once. 
o On 8/12, she totaled 14 points (4-for-8 FG, 2-for-4 3FG, 4-for-4 FT) and six assists mark the 61st such performance of her career — the seventh-most by a guard in WNBA history. 
o In the 8/19 victory over Minnesota, Ionescu hit two triples from beyond 30-foot range. She is the first player in franchise history to connect on multiple shots from such a distance.  
o In that same game, Ionescu finished with 17 points and 11 assists. This followed her 13 points-10 rebounds performance against Minnesota on 8/16. She is just the second Liberty player to record points-rebounds and points-assists double-doubles in consecutive games.  
o Sabrina Ionescu is now the fastest player to reach 600 points, 150 rebounds, and 180 assists in WNBA history, doing so in 34 games. She bested her own record set in 2022 and 2023 with 36 games. 
o In the 8/25 contest against Connecticut, Ionescu became just the fourth all-time Liberty player to record 1,000 made field goals.

IN-SEASON STORYLINES
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• STEW YORK CITY: After a 13-game absence due to injury, Breanna Stewart returned on 8/25 with a 19-point performance in just under 21 minutes of play.  Stewart is just the seventh player this season to record a 19+ point game in less than 21 minutes on the court. 
 

o Stewart has been an anchor for the Liberty’s defensive presence in her 25 appearances, ranking in the top 10 for many defensive metrics. See the 
table for a overview of her defensive performance 
compared to players who are averaging a minimum 
of 30 minutes per game. 

o Over three games (6/14–19), Breanna Stewart scored at least 23 points in each contest. This matches her longest such streak since joining the Liberty. 
▪ The longest such streak in Liberty history is four games, a mark achieved by Sabrina Ionescu (6/1–7/2022) and Tina Charles (5/29–6/7/2018, and 6/14–22/2016). 

 

• YEAR THREE SCORING SPREE 

o Among the WNBA’s leading scorers are Sabrina Ionescu (sixth, 18.8 ppg) and Breanna 
Stewart (tenth, 18.0 ppg). New York joins Los Angeles as the only teams to have multiple players earn a top 10 ranking (Kelsey Plum: fourth, 19.9 ppg & Dearica Hamby: ninth, 18.3 ppg). 

o Stewart and Ionescu have scored at least 20 points each in the same game three times this season. Their current total of 14 is the most for any pair of teammates in Liberty history. 
▪ See the chart for the number of Stewart, Ionescu 20+ points games in each year of 

their partnership. 
o So far in 2025, Ionescu has logged 14 20+ point performances and Stewart has 10 such games to her name. The high-scoring duo each tallied 16 such games during the 2024 regular season en route to a WNBA championship. See the table below for the pairs’ 

ranking in Liberty history for 20+ point games.

▪ When Sabrina Ionescu reached 14 points on 8/21 against Chicago, she became just the third player in franchise history to total 3,000 points. On 6/5 against Washington, Breanna Stewart passed Tari Phillips to move into the No. 8 spot on New York’s all-time scoring list after surpassing 131 points on the season.

▪ Natasha Cloud has surpassed Becky Hammon on the WNBA’s all-time assists leaderboard. She sits in the No. 9 spot with 1,721 career dimes.  
▪ With her first field goal attempt on July 6 vs. the Seattle Storm, Natasha Cloud hit her 300th career 3-pointer. She is only the 67th player in WNBA history to reach this milestone. In the June 16 matchup versus the Indiana Fever, Cloud recorded her 1,000th career rebound. 
▪ With her 34-point performance in the 6/14 contest against Indiana, Ionescu reached the 2,500 milestone in 153 games. This makes her the third fastest Liberty player to achieve this feat, after Cappie Pondexter (130) and Tina Charles (133). 
▪ This season, Breanna Stewart achieved the 5,500 point milestone in 266 games, which ties Diana Taurasi for the league’s record for fastest to this mark. Stewart is the league’s 11th leading defensive rebounder with 2,023 in her career. She surpassed Diana Taurasi’s total of 1,970. 
▪ Stewart and Jones have climbed the ranks of the Liberty’s all-time leaders in blocks. Stewart’s 144 blocks as a Liberty player ranks, and Jones’ 130 swatted shots is the seventh-most. 
▪ On 6/19 against the Phoenix Mercury, Breanna Stewart racked up 35 points for the first time this season. It marked the 12th 35-plus-point game of her regular-season career, the third most in WNBA history. Las Vegas’ A’ja Wilson holds second place with 13 and Diana Taurasi holds the all-time record with 14 such games. 

o Seven of Stewart’s 35-point outings have come since she joined the Liberty in 2023. She is the only player in franchise history to record multiple 35-point games. 
▪ Kennedy Burke had a career night against the Aces on 7/8 with a personal record of six steals.  
▪ On 7/30 vs. Minnesota, Leonie Fiebich dished out a career-high six steals. 
▪ In the 8/3 matchup versus Connecticut, Sabrina Ionescu hit a career-record 14 field goals. 
▪ The 8/12 contest against the Los Angeles gave Sandy Brondello her 101st regular season win as the Liberty’s head coach. She is now the winningest coach in franchise history. With her 150 regular season wins in Phoenix, Brondello joins Bill Laimbeer (CON: 206, WAS: 173) as the only WNBA coaches to win 100+ games with at least two franchises.  
▪ On 8/13, Jonquel Jones reached 2,500 rebounds in her WNBA career. She is one of only 16 WNBA players to reach this milestone and the fifth-fastest, doing so in 296 games. 
▪ The 8/16 contest saw Kennedy Burke and Emma Meesseman both reach 100 career 3-pointers with their first made triples of the game. 
▪ On 8/19, Jonquel Jones reached 4,000 points and 100 double-doubles in her WNBA career. Two days later in the 8/21 contest, she set her career high of five threes made in a single game.

It is also the second-largest win in league history, behind Minnesota's 111-52 victory over Indiana on August 18, 2017. 
▪ New York drilled 19 3-pointers on 5/22 at Chicago, setting a new single-game WNBA record, before matching that total on 6/1 against Connecticut.

▪ New York has claimed four WNBA Eastern Conference Player of the Year honors in 2025, leading the conference for weekly award wins this season.

Breanna Stewart was selected first overall by the Seattle Storm in the 2016 WNBA Draft and went on to win Rookie of the Year. She captured two
WNBA championships (2018, 2020) and earned her first league MVP award in 2018 while with the Storm.
Stewart remained in Seattle through the 2022 season, during which she was named to the All-WNBA First Team and All-Defensive First Team,
selected as an All-Star, finished third in Defensive Player of the Year voting, and was runner-up in MVP voting. Storm head coach Noelle Quinn played
alongside Stewart in Seattle from 2016 to 2018. Liberty head coach Sandy Brondello coached current Seattle guard Skylar Diggins during their time
with the Phoenix Mercury from 2020 to 2021. Storm forward-center Ezi Magbegor also played under Brondello while representing Australia in the
2024 Olympics. In that same Olympic tournament, Marine Johannès and Seattle forward Gabby Williams competed for the French national team.
Williams previously won two NCAA championships with Stewart at the University of Connecticut from 2014 to 2016. Storm forward Katie Lou
Samuelson was also part of the 2015–16 UConn championship team. Samuelson has shared locker rooms with several Liberty players throughout
her professional career. In the 2020 WNBA season, she played for the Dallas Wings alongside Isabelle Harrison. In 2021, Kennedy Burke played for
Seattle alongside Stewart, Samuelson, and Epiphanny Prince, Director of Player Engagement and Community Relations for the Liberty. In the
inaugural season of Unrivaled, Samuelson teamed up with Sabrina Ionescu and Natasha Cloud for Phantom Basketball Club. Cloud also played
with Seattle guard Brittney Sykes on the Washington Mystics in 2023. Seattle guard Erica Wheeler was a member of the New York Liberty in 2015.
The 2019 Indiana Fever roster featured both Burke, in her rookie season, and Wheeler. Jonquel Jones played with Storm guard Lexie Brown on the
Connecticut Sun in 2016.

Sandy Brondello 
Head Coach – 2 Time WNBA Champion (2014, 2024) 

 

Veteran WNBA coach, player, and former Australian Olympian Sandy Brondello was named the ninth head coach in Liberty 

franchise history in January 2022. Brondello joined New York after an eight-year head coaching tenure with the Phoenix 

Mercury where she led the team to a playoff appearance in each of her eight seasons. A two-time WNBA Champion head 

coach, Brondello holds an overall regular season record of 244-164 (.598) over her 12 combined seasons at the helm of the 

New York Liberty, Phoenix Mercury and San Antonio Silver Stars - making her the sixth-winningest coach in WNBA history. 

Additionally, Brondello has compiled a 39-30 postseason record throughout her head coaching career, ranking her as the 

second-winningest coach in league postseason history. In 2014, Sandy was named the WNBA Coach of the Year after she 

led Phoenix to a WNBA regular season-record 29 wins and capped the season with a WNBA Championship. In 2023, 

Brondello led the Liberty to the Commissioner’s Cup Championship and first WNBA Finals appearance since 2002. 
Brondello made history in 2024 after leading the New York Liberty to its first WNBA Championship in franchise history and 

the city's first professional basketball championship since 1973. 

A 20-year veteran of the WNBA coaching ranks, Brondello has been affiliated with the league for 25 of its 28 seasons, including her time as a player. 

A proven winner internationally and in the WNBA, her 20 total years as an assistant coach and head coach have featured 17 playoff appearances, 

highlighted by a perfect 12-for-12 in postseason berths as a head coach. 

 

In those 12 postseasons, Sandy led her teams to nine Semifinals round berths (formerly conference finals) and four WNBA Finals appearances in 

2014, 2021, 2023, 2024 – including two titles. Prior to her time with the Mercury, Brondello served as lead assistant coach for the Los Angeles 

Sparks (2011-13) under 2012 WNBA Coach of the Year Carol Ross. Brondello led the San Antonio Silver Stars to a 2010 playoff berth in her debut 

season at the helm following five seasons on the Silver Stars bench as an assistant under Dan Hughes (2005-09), the fifth-winningest coach in 

league history. 

A 2010 inductee into the Australian Basketball Hall of Fame, Brondello was named the 11th head coach for the Australian Women’s National 
Basketball team on April 17, 2017. Brondello led the Australian National Team to a Bronze medal in the Paris Olympics Games, and most recently, 

re-signed with the Opals for the 2028 Los Angeles Summer Olympics. In addition to her work internationally with the Australian Women’s National 
Basketball team, Brondello previously served as an assistant coach with UMMC Ekaterinburg in Russia from 2012-2017. 

Brondello finished a stellar 17-year professional playing career with a five-year run in the WNBA in which she played for Detroit (1998-99), Miami 

(2001-02) and Seattle (2003), and was named a 1999 WNBA All-Star. She began her career with the Women’s National Basketball League (WNBL) 

in Australia (1986-96) and was named the league MVP in 1995. The 5-7 guard was a 10-time German Cup champion while playing with BTV 

Wuppertal (1992-2002), a three-time European Cup All-Star selection (1994, 1996, 1997), and the 1996 European Cup MVP when she led her team 

to the title. 

 

An 18-year member of the Australian National Team, Brondello is a four-time Olympian, a two-time silver medalist (2000, 2004) and was named the 

1992 Australian International Player of the Year. 

Brondello is married to Liberty assistant coach, Olaf Lange, and the couple have two children, Brody and Jayda.
