The Aces finished the 2019 season ranked first 
in the WNBA in defensive field goal percentage, 
Defensive Efficiency (points allowed per 100 
possessions), and defensive rebound percentage, 
and second in defensive three-point field goal 
percentage. 

In 2020 they rank first in the league defen-
sive three-point field goal percentage, second 
in defensive rebound percentage, and third in 
defensive field goal percentage and defensive 
efficiency.

Las Vegas led the league in three-point field goal 
percentage a year ago making 36.7 percent of 
their shots from beyond the arc, but they took 
the fewest attempts per game in the league (14.9 
per game).

In 2020, Las Vegas is 4th in the league in three-
point field goal percentage (36.3), but are aver-
aging just 10.2 attempts per game.

The last time a team averaged fewer than 10 
three-point field goal attempts per game was 
back in 2014 when the Liberty and Sparks aver-
aged 9.9 and 8.3 respectively.

The Aces have made 37 three-pointers on the 
season as a team. Chicago’s Allie Quigley and 
Courtney Vandersloot have combined to make 
36 by themselves.

Five-time All-Star Angel McCoughtry has missed two of the last three WNBA seasons, including the 2019 campaign 
when she injured her knee late in the 2018 season. But you wouldn’t know it from her stat line.

The soon-to-be-34-year-old is averaging career highs in field goal percentage, three-point field goal percentage and free 
throw percentage. She is also pouring in 15.4 points per game, in just 20.7 minutes of action. Her offensive efficiency 
rating, assist-to-turnover ratio, defensive rebound percentage, rebound percentage, turnover ratio and effective field goal 
percentage are all the highest of her career.

Las Vegas pounded the ball inside in 2018, 
reaping the rewards by averaging a 23.6 free 
throw attempts per game, which was the sec-
ond highest average in the league. In 2019, the 
team averaged 21.5 free throws per game which 
ranked 1st in the league. 

In 2020, they are taking 22.8 free throws per 
game which is the most in the league.

ALL GOOD THREES  
MUST COME TO AN END
Las Vegas didn’t make any three pointers in the 
team’s season-opening loss to Chicago. The last 
time that happened was on July 24, 2007, when 
the then-San Antonio Silver Stars went 0-for-
7 from long distance at Indiana. The Chicago 
blanking ended the Aces’ streak of consecutive 
games with at least one made at 419, which was 
the third longest streak in WNBA history.

Over her first three years in the W, made 41.2 percent of her 
shots from the field and averaged 7.5 points per game, but since 
the team moved to Las Vegas, she is connecting on 501.1 per-
cent of her shots, and is averaging 9.5 points per game ...

In 2018, A’ja Wilson ranked first in the league in 
free throw attempts per game with 7.5, and she 
did so again in 2019 averaging 5.5 trips to the 
charity stripe.
