TOP OF THE PECKING OERDER
Seven teams in WNBA history have boasted both 
the best offense and defense in the same season 
as measured by Offensive (OER) and Defensive 
Efficiency Ratings (DER)—points scored and allowed 
per 100 possessions. Early in the 2023 season, the 
Aces have their sights set on becoming the 8th, 
currently ranked first for OER and second in DER. Six 
of those teams ended up winning the title *.

3,000, ‘TIS BUT A (LARGE) NUMBER
A’ja Wilson, who has now scored in double figures in 
33-straight games, reached the 3,000 career point 
mark against the Sun on June 8 (watch it here). In 
doing so, Wilson became, at 26 years, 303 days, 
the fifth youngest player to score 3,000 points in her 
career (Lauren Jackson, 25 years, 27 days).
 
Wilson also reached the 3,000-points pinnacle in her 
157th game, which is the 7th fewest games needed to 
reach the mark (Elena Delle Donne, 148). 

ACES IN THE COMMUNITY
The Aces continue making an impact in the 
community in a variety of ways. On June 9, BUCKET$ 
and Aces staff members visited Nellis Air Force Base 
where they met with troops, toured the fitness facility 
and flightline, and passed out Aces gear and tickets 
for the July 5 “Heroes of the House” Aces game as a 
way of saying thank you for all they do.

DEADLY FROM LONG RANGE
Jackie Young has been shooting lights out from 
beyond the arc since the start of the 2022 season. 
Young ranks 1st in 3-point percentage among players 
with a minimum of 50 3-point field goals made over 
that span.

ACES THEME NIGHTS CELEBRATE FANS ALL 
SEASON LONG
Throughout the season the Las Vegas Aces are 
celebrating fans of all ages and backgrounds in a 
variety of ways. On May 27 members of the 2022 
WNBA Championship team received their rings and 
the championship banner was unfurled from the 
roof. The next day the first 7,500 fans were given 
a replica banner to commemorate the Aces first 
WNBA title. But that was just the beginning. June 
11 was Kids Day, when many fun activities were 
centered around the Aces’ younger fans.

Tonight’s game is Pride Night, the fourth themed 
game of the season, and celebrates Pride Month.
The Aces organization believes there is strength in 
numbers, and together we can help create a tipping 
point for a more inclusive world. From our fans to 
players, we welcome and support all people. The 
first 5,000 fans in attendance will receive a Progress 
Pride flag. The game will feature live in game 
performances and entertainment by the LGBTQ+ 
community. Exclusive Pride merchandise will be 
available in arena.

HIGH ROLLERS
The Aces scored 90+ points in each of their first 5 
games in 2023, becoming the only team in league 
history to accomplish that feat. In fact, no other 
team has scored 90+ in each of the first three 
games of the season. 

Las Vegas also scored 90+ points in 6-straight 
games dating back to 2022, which is the 2nd 
longest such streak in W history (Phoenix, 2010, 
7 straight). Indiana ended the Aces run by holding 
them to 84 points on June 4. However, the Aces got 
back on the 90s track with a 93-point outburst on 
June 11 and are scoring 91.3 ppg.

ACES THEME NIGHTS

June 15 vs. Seattle: Pride Night
The Aces organization believes there is strength in 
numbers, and together we can help create a tipping 
point for a more inclusive world. From our fans to 
players, we welcome and support all people. The first 
5,000 fans in attendance will receive a Progress Pride 
flag. The game will feature live in-game performances 
and entertainment by the LGBTQ+ community. 
Exclusive Pride merchandise will be available for sale 
in the arena.

Progress Pride Flag
Created in 2018 by nonbinary artist Daniel Quasar, 
the Progress Pride flag is based on the iconic 1978 
Rainbow flag. Meant to represent diversity and 
inclusion, they added stripes of black and brown to 
represent marginalized LGBTIQ+ people of color, with 
black also being a nod to the Victory Over AIDS flag;  
and the triad of blue, pink and white from the Trans 
Pride flag. Quasar reshaped the new flag colors into a 
chevron to represent a need for forward movement.
   •  �The original multi-

colored Rainbow 
fslag was designed 
by artist Gilbert 
Baker in 1978 in 
San Francisco, and 
included 8 colors. In 
1979 it was modified 
to 6 colors (pink 
and turquoise were 
dropped).

   •  �Trans Pride flag (white, pink and light blue stripes) 
was designed by transgender activist and veteran 
Monica Helms in 1999 as a symbol of trans 
diversity and rights.

   •  �The flag’s black and brown stripes come from the 
More Color, More Pride flag introduced by the city 
of Philadelphia in 2017. The colors were added 
atop the Rainbow flag and represent marginalized 
LBGT communities of color. 

   •  �The black stripe also was part of the Victory Over 
AIDS flag, which was designed in the 1980s and 
added a black stripe to the bottom of the Rainbow 
flag, for those living with, and lost to, HIV/AIDS.

June 26 vs. Indiana: Bobblehead Night
It’s bobblehead giveaway night! The first 5,000 
fans in attendance will receive a limited-edition 
2022 WNBA Finals MVP Chelsea Gray bobblehead 
commemorating the Point Gawd.

July 5 vs. Dallas: Heroes of the House
The Aces will celebrate first responders, members 
of the military and all local heroes on Heroes of the 
House Night. The first 5,000 fans in attendance will 
receive a custom Las Vegas Aces “Challenge Coin,” 
which has been a U.S. Armed Forces tradition for 
more than a century. 

July 11 vs. Phoenix: Sneakerhead Night
Love shoe culture? Prove it! Fans are encouraged 
to show “heat on the feet” and come dressed in their 
hottest sneakers. The first 5,000 fans in attendance 
will receive a pair of custom Las Vegas Aces socks.

Aug. 1 vs. Atlanta: Breast Health Awareness Night
The Aces are asking fans to pink out the house 
as the organization raises awareness for cancer. 
The first 5,000 fans in attendance will receive pink 
thundersticks. Fans are encouraged to fill out “I Play 
For” signs to honor those past and present fighting 
cancer. Special moments throughout the game will 
pay tribute to survivors and honor lives lost.

The Aces will once again be joining forces to raise 
funds benefitting the Kay Yow Cancer Fund while 
simultaneously raising awareness around Triple 
Negative Breast Cancer. This game is about more 
than a competition. This game is about stopping the 
clock against cancer! Fans have the opportunity to 
join the Aces by participating in the “Shooting For a 
Cure” PledgeIt Campaign.

Aug. 18 vs. Los Angeles: Alumni Night
It’s time to celebrate and honor the history of the Aces 
as we honor alumni. The franchise will be bringing 
back former players who played for the Utah Starzz 
(1997-2002), the San Antonio Stars (2003-2017) and 
Las Vegas Aces (2018-current). These players have 
shattered expectations on and off the court.

Las Vegas Aces President Nikki Fargas 
announced on December 31, 2021 that the team 
hired San Antonio Spurs assistant, and 6-time 
WNBA All-Star Becky Hammon as the team’s 
head coach. Hammon rewarded the Aces less 
than nine months later with the fanchise’s first 
WNBA Championship.

The seeds for Hammon’s hiring were originally 
sewn when the Aces retired her jersey on 
September 13, 2021. That ceremony served as 
the culmination of the franchise’s 25th anniversary 
alumni initiative, which saw the Aces embrace 
their Utah and San Antonio roots, and celebrate 
the players who helped build the franchise and 
the league from the ground up. Las Vegas owner 
Mark Davis spent time with Hammon and her 
family that week, and walked away understandably 
impressed.

Hammon played 16 seasons in the WNBA, 
including her final eight in San Antonio, where she led 
the franchise to its first finals appearance in 2008.

On August 5, 2014, Spurs head coach Gregg 
Popovich hired Hammon as a full-time assistant 
making her the first woman in NBA history to hold that 
position.

Since that time, Hammon has continued to 
accumulate coaching ‘firsts’ in the NBA. On July 3, 
2015, she became the first woman to serve as head 
coach in the NBA’s Summer League where she led 
the Spurs to the league title.

Less than a year later, Hammon became the first woman to 
be part of an All-Star coaching staff, and on December 30, 2020, 
following Popovich’s ejection in San Antonio’s game against Los 
Angeles, Hammon took over on the bench, becoming the 
first woman acting head coach in the history of the 
NBA.

A member of the league’s 15th, 20th and 25th 
anniversary teams, Hammon went undrafted in 1999 
following her All-American career at Colorado State. 
She signed with New York as a free agent that same 
year, helping the team to WNBA Finals appearances 
in three of her first four years in the Big Apple.

The Rapid City, SD native earned her first All-
Star nod in 2003, and represented New York on the 
Eastern Conference squad in 2005 and 2006 as well.

Following the 2006 season, New York traded 
Hammon to San Antonio. In her first year in silver 
and black, she posted what were then career highs 
in scoring (18.8 ppg), and assists (5.0) while earning 
another trip to the WNBA All-Star Game. As a team, 
the Silver Stars made their first appearance in the 
postseason since 2002, falling to Phoenix in the 
Western Conference Finals.

In 2008, Hammon led San Antonio to its first trip to 
the WNBA Finals where they fell to Detroit. The Silver 
Stars made the playoffs in each of her seven full 
seasons with the team, and Hammon once again was 
named to the All-Star team in 2009 and 2011.

She retired as the franchise leader in assists per 
game (5.1) and scoring average (15.6), and the 
WNBA leader in career free throw percentage (89.7).

Hammon, who will be inducted into the Naismith 
Memorial Hall of Fame this year, was inducted into the 
Colorado Sports Hall of Fame in 2015 and the San 
Antonio Sports Hall of Fame in 2018.
