MATCHUP NOTES

The Los Angeles Sparks head into their next game against the Dallas Wings on Wednesday, September
2 at5 p.m. PT. The Sparks are coming off a loss against the Minnesota Lynx, ending Los Angeles’ nine-
game winning streak. Nneka Ogwumike, a key component for the Sparks, missed the game due to back
soreness. Chelsea Gray led the offense with 18 points and a season high of four three-pointers.

The Wings will head into Wednesday’s game after an 82-78 win against the Indiana Fever, where Arike
Ogunbowale dropped 30 points and rookie Satou Sabally contributed 18 points, 11 rebounds and four
assists. Dallas has won four of their last 10 games and have a 6-10 record on the season. The Sparks and
Wings met 10 days ago, where the Sparks defeated Dallas 84-81. Los Angeles sits at third place overall
with a 12-4 record and Dallas sits at eighth.

Chelsea Gray, who hit the game-sealing jumper against ATL on Aug. 30, is first in the WNBA in clutch field goals made, second in clutch
points, fifth in assists per game and fourth in assist percentage, per WNBA and Basketball Reference. Gray has scored in double-figures
14 times in 16 games this season and is averaging 14.0 points and 4.9 assists per game. *stats as of 9/1

The WNBA announced on Aug. 24 that Sparks forward/center Candace Parker won the Western Conference Player of the Week Award, her
26th time winning the honor (second most in WNBA history). That week, Parker led the Sparks to a 3-0 record this past week and averaged
18.3 points, 11.7 rebounds and 5.0 assists per game, while shooting 54.5% from the field and recording two double-doubles.

Parker has been a force defensively and is Top 6 in the WNBA in defensive win shares and defensive rating, per Basketball Reference. Parker
is also first in the WNBA in rebounds per game at 9.4.

In her 13th season, Parker is a candidate for MVP and Defensive Player of the Year, as well as First Team All-WNBA and First Team All-Defense.
For the season she’s averaging 13.2 points, 9.4 rebounds and 4.3 assists per game and shooting 471% from the field. *stats as of 9/1

Brittney Sykes has started the last nine games, and the team has recorded just one loss with her in the first unit. Sykes scored a
season-high 23 points in the Sparks 84-81 win against the Dallas Wings on Aug. 23. Offensively, Sykes is averaging 9.3 points per game
on a 48.6% field goal percentage. But her defense has been suffocating, as she’s averaging 1.5 steals per game (Top 15 in WNBA) and
is often guarding the opponents best perimeter player. *stats as of 9/1

The Sparks defense is currently second in the WNBA in defensive rating and the team leads the league in turnovers forced (18.7) and is
second in steals per game (9.6). The forced turnovers and steals has led to offense for LA as the Sparks lead the league with 23.3 points
per game off of turnovers and 8.2 fast break points per game (fourth in WNBA). *stats as of 9/1

On Aug. 9, the team set the franchise record for single game field goal percentage in a regular season game (65.5%). The Sparks
followed it up by setting the franchise record for 3-point field goal percentage in a regular season game, minimum 15 attempts, on Aug.
11 against the New York Liberty. The team shot 11-for-17 on 3-pointers in the 93-78 win, good for 64.7%. For the season, the Sparks are
shooting 48.1% from the field (second in the WNBA) and 40.1% on 3-pointers (first in the WNBA). *stats as of 9/1

Head Coach Derek Fisher has improved his regular season record to 34-16 (68.0% winning percentage) in his two seasons as the LA
Sparks head coach. The five-time NBA champion guided the team to the WNBA Semifinals in his first season despite key players including
Candace Parker missing a combined 74 games.

President & COO Danita Johnson is in her second season overseeing all business operations. In her first year, the LA Sparks won the
2019 Business Franchise of the Year Award and took the top honors for Marketing Performance and Ticket Sales. Johnson brings 15 years

of experience in the WNBA, NBA and NBA G League. *stats as of 9/1

AUGUST 31vs MN - GAME STORY
Minnesota Lynx Snap Sparks Nine Game Winning Streak

The Minnesota Lynx snapped the Sparks nine-game winning streak, as LA
fell 96-78 to their rivals. The Lynx frontcourt led the way as 2019 Rookie of
the Year Napheesa Collier scored 25 points and grabbed nine rebounds and
Damiris Dantas scored 17 points to go along with nine rebounds. Chelsea
Gray led the Sparks with 18 points and five assists. LA was without Nneka
Ogwumike due to back soreness.

Los Angeles opened up the game hot, shooting 47.4% from the field and scor-
ing 26 points in the first quarter. Chelsea Gray continued her strong shooting
streak with an 11-point first quarter on 80% shooting. Additionally, Candace
Parker opened up the game with a quick six points and finished the game in
a tie with Sparks legend DeLisha Milton-Jones for 14th all-time in points and
secure 11th all-time in field goals, passing Katie Douglas and Lauren Jackson,
respectively.

Once the second quarter began, Minnesota put their foot on the gas pedal offensively, outscoring the Sparks 30-14 to close
out the half led by Napheesa Collier and Damiris Dantas each scoring 12 points. The Lynx carried this momentum throughout
the rest of the game, shooting a healthy 53.6% from the field and 51.9% from the three.

“I'would just say that basketball is a game of runs,” Chelsea Gray said after the game. “What are we doing after they have a
run and what are we doing to have that switch in our head that says alright that’s enough, enough is enough? What are we
doing in our minds on both ends of the floor to be able to stop that run? We’ll take a look at film and get better there.”

Minnesota had four players score over 15 points: Napheesa Collier (25), Crystal Dangerfield (21), Rachel Banham (18), and
Damiris Dantas (17). The Sparks had three players finish in double-figures: Chelsea Gray (18), Te’a Cooper (12), and Riguna
Williams (11).

The bright spot for Los Angeles tonight was their bench which scored 40 points led by Te’a Cooper’s 12-point performance.
In limited minutes, Kristine Anigwe made an impact for LA, scoring eight points and snagging six rebounds in the absence of
Nneka Ogwumike.

“I'think the biggest lesson is that when you win or lose, each game is an opportunity to enhance your ability to do very basic
fundamental ordinary things, in an extraordinary way,” Head Coach Derek Fisher said. “Great and extraordinary athletic
achievements happen to the people and to the teams that are able to do the most basic ordinary things at a high level.”

The LA Sparks look to bounce back in their next game against the Dallas Wings on Wednesday, Sept. 2 at 5 p.m. PT. The
game will be nationally televised on CBS Sports Network and will also air on Spectrum Sportsnet.
