QUICK HITS

The Washington Mystics forced the WNBA's first overtime game of the season on Sunday, May 10 at home
against the New York Liberty.

In that May 8 showing, Kiki Iriafen (20 points, 12 rebounds) became just the second player in Mystics history to
record at least five 20+ point/10+ rebound games before turning 23 years old and the 11th player to do so in
WNBA history.

After the May 8 contest, Iriafen’s career totals sit at 616 points and 404 rebounds through 46 career games. She
is the first player in WNBA history to record 400 points and 400 rebounds in less than 50 appearances.

Through two games, Shakira Austin has started the first 15+ point/10+ rebound streak of her career with 18
points, 11 rebounds on May 8 in Toronto, followed by 16 points and 10 rebounds on May 10 vs. New York.

Austin and Iriafen have kicked off their seasons with two consecutive double-doubles, the first Mystics players
to start a season with two such performances since Chamique Holdsclaw did so from May 23-31, 2003. The May 8
outing also marked third game in which they both recorded double-doubles, tied with Chamique Holdsclaw and
Murriel Page for most of any duo in Mystics history.

In her home debut, Georgia Amoore finished with a game-high-tying seven assists, tied for the second most
assists in a Mystics rookie’s home debut.

The Mystics’ starting lineup has featured rookie forward Cassandre Prosper through two games. She is the first
player in franchise history to start multiple games before her 21st birthday and the ninth to do so in league
history.

Washington scored 54 points in the paint to New York's 40 such points on May 10, tied for the second-highest
total in franchise history (regulation and overtime).

Totaling 44 rebounds on May 8 and 42 boards on May 10, the Mystics have entered the 13th 40+ board streak in
franchise history and Washington'’s first since a two-game run from June 9-11, 2023.

The Fever (23-20) advance to the postseason for the second consecutive year, despite losing five players - including the 2024 WNBA rookie of the year Caitlin
Clark (groin) - to season-ending injuries.
Aliyah Boston had 12 points, 11 rebounds and five assists. Aerial Powers finished with 15 points and Shey Peddy had 13.
Sonia Citron led Washington (16-27) with 17 points. Shakira Austin and Kiki Iriafen scored 11 apiece.
Citron set Washington's single-season scoring record with 644 points. Brittney Sykes set the previous mark of 636 points in 2023.
There were six lead changes and seven ties before Peddy hit a 3-pointer with 3:21 left in the first half that made it 37-34 and gave the Fever the lead for good.
Kelsey Mitchell made a driving layup about four minutes into the third quarter that pushed lead to 11 points.
Peddy made another 3 with 3:33 to play that made it 88-58 and matched Indiana's largest lead of the game.
The Fever, who committed just turnovers, scored 27 points off 21 Washington miscues.
The Mystics have sold out 43 consecutive home games, dating to the 2023 season.
The Fever host Minnesota and the Mystics visit New York to wrap up the regular season on Tuesday.

HALL OF FAME

NAMES

On April 4, the Naismith Memorial Basket-
ball Hall of Fame announced that among their
Class of 2026 would be former Mystics players
Elena Delle Donne, Chamique Holdsclaw and
Nikki McCray-Penson (1996 United States
Women's National Team). Their induction will
take place on Aug. 15.

Of Delle Donne’s 10-year career, six of them
were with Washington. The seven-time All-
Star became the first WNBA player to earn
MVP honors with two franchises (2015 Chica-
go Sky, 2019 Washington Mystics). The 2019
season also saw Delle Donne become the first
WNBA player to achieve a 50-40-90 season
as she helped lead the Mystics to organiza-
tion’s first championship.

Delle Donne was named to the All-Rookie
Team and All-WNBA Second Team in her 2013
debut. From 2015-18, she had afour year run of
earning All-WNBA First Team placements. She
was also a member of the 2016 USA Women'’s
National Team that won a gold medal at the
2016 Summer Olympics in Rio de Janeiro.
Following her retirement announcement in
April 2025, Delle Donne has served as a spe-
cial advisor to Monumental Basketball and the
first managing director of the USA Basketball
3x3 Women’s National Team.

The 1999 WNBA Draft began with the Wash-
ington Mystics selecting Chamique Hold-
sclaw, a three-time NCAA champion with the
University of Tennessee (1996-98). She later
won the 1999 WNBA Rookie of the Year title.
In her 11-year career, Holdsclaw earned All-
Star honors six times (1999-2003, 2005) and
All-WNBA Second Team placements three
times (1999, 2001, 2002). She was a mem-
ber of the 2000 USA Women’s National Team
that won a gold medal at the 2000 Summer
Olympicsin Sydney. In 2010, she received the
Dawn Staley Community Leadership Award.
Thefirst six years of Holdsclaw’s career were
spent in Washington (1999-2004), during
which she setthe franchise record for total re-
bounds (1,459) and now ranks second in total
points scored (2,960). In 2002 and 2003, she
led the WNBA in rebounding, averaging 11.6
and 10.9 rebounds per game, respectively.
The 1996 United States Women’s National
Team will be enshrined in the Hall of Fame,
a roster that includes former Mystics legend
Nikki McCray-Penson. They went undefeat-
ed (8-0) at the 1996 Summer Olympics in At-
lanta on their way to a gold medal, beginning
an era of Team USA dominance at the Olym-
pics that has continued through the most re-
cent 2024 Summer Olympics.
McCray-Penson was selected by Washing-
ton in the 1998 WNBA Allocation Draft for the
inaugural Washington Mystics roster. The
three-time All-Star (1999-2001) was a mem-
ber of the Mystics from 1998-2001.
