In the Mystics last outing on May 29 vs. the Los Angeles Sparks, Washington dished out a season-high 26
assists.

Washington grabbed 24 defensive boards to Los Angeles’ 20 in the May 29 showing, marking the fifth
time the Mystics have outworked their opponent on the defensive glass this season.

The Mystics are averaging 35.9 rebounds per game, fourth-most in the WNBA.

Through seven contests, Washington is scoring an average of 44.0 points in the paint per game, the third-
highest mark in the league.

On May 29, three Washington players shot .600+ on 10+ attempts (Shakira Austin: .800, 8-of-10; Sonia
Citron: .700, 7-of-10; Kiki Iriafen: .600, 6-0f-10), marking the fourth time in franchise history at least three
players have shot as such on the same night, a feat last achieved on May 15 at Indiana by this same trio.
This is the sixth such game league-wide this season.

Two 20+ point performances by Austin (25 pts) and Citron (21 points) on May 29 marked the second time
that two Mystics scored 20+ points in the same game this season. (Iriafen and Citron, May 15 at Indiana).

Austin's 25 points and 10 rebounds on May 29 marked her fourth double-double of the season. She now
owns four 15+ point/10+ rebound performances thus far, leading the league in qualifying showings.

In her second appearance on May 29, Alicia Flérez finished with seven assists and zero turnovers. She is
just the fifth rookie reserve player in WNBA history to log as many assists and zero turnovers, and is the
first to do so since 2024.

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2026 NAISMITH HALL OF FAME INDUCTIONS

On April 4, the Naismith Memorial Bas-
ketball Hall of Fame announced that
among their Class of 2026 would be
former Mystics players Elena Delle
Donne, Chamique Holdsclaw and Nik-
ki McCray-Penson (1996 United States
Women’'s National Team). Their induc-
tion will take place on Aug. 15.

Of Delle Donne’s 10-year career, six of
them were with Washington. The sev-
en-time All-Star became the first WNBA
player to earn MVP honors with two
franchises (2015 Chicago Sky, 2019
Washington Mystics). The 2019 season
also saw Delle Donne become the first
WNBA player to achieve a 50-40-90
season as she helped lead the Mystics
to organization’s first championship.
Delle Donne was namedtothe All-Rook-
ie Team and All-WNBA Second Team in
her 2013 debut. From 2015-18, she had
a four year run of earning All-WNBA
First Team placements. She was also
a member of the 2016 USA Women'’s
National Team that won a gold medal
atthe 2016 Summer Olympics in Rio de
Janeiro.

Following her retirement announce-
ment in April 2025, Delle Donne has
served as a special advisor to Monu-
mental Basketball and the first manag-
ing director of the USA Basketball 3x3
Women'’s National Team.

« The 1999 WNBA Draft began with

the Washington Mystics selecting
Chamique Holdsclaw, a three-time
NCAA champion with the University of
Tennessee (1996-98). She later won
the 1999 WNBA Rookie of the Year ti-
tle. In her 11-year career, Holdsclaw
earned All-Star honors six times (1999-
2003, 2005) and AIll-WNBA Second
Team placements three times (1999,
2001, 2002). She was a member of the
2000 USA Women'’s National Team that
won a gold medal at the 2000 Sum-
mer Olympics in Sydney. In 2010, she
received the Dawn Staley Community
Leadership Award.

The first six years of Holdsclaw’s ca-
reer were spent in Washington (1999-
2004), during which she set the fran-
chise record for total rebounds (1,459)
and now ranks second in total points
scored (2,960). In 2002 and 2003, she
led the WNBA in rebounding, averaging
11.6 and 10.9 rebounds per game, re-
spectively.

The 1996 United States Women’s Na-
tional Team will be enshrined in the Hall
of Fame, a roster that includes former
Mystics legend Nikki McCray-Penson.
They went undefeated (8-0) atthe 1996
Summer Olympics in Atlanta on their
way to a gold medal, beginning an era of
Team USA dominance at the Olympics
that has continued through the mostre-
cent 2024 Summer Olympics.
McCray-Penson was selected by
Washington in the 1998 WNBA Alloca-
tion Draft for the inaugural Washington
Mystics roster. The three-time All-Star
(1999-2001) was amember of the Mys-
tics from 1998-2001.
