Last Game:  Saturday, May 23 – Minnesota 85, Chicago 75  
Natasha Howard scored 22 of her season-high 26 points in the first half and added 14 rebounds and five assists as 
the Lynx held off Chicago, 85-75, on Saturday afternoon at Wintrust Arena. The Sky tallied the game's first six points 
but Minnesota pulled ahead 24-22 by quarter's end, and Antonia Delaere's 3-pointer capped a 10-2 start to the second 
that extended the Lynx' lead to 10. Back-to-back jumpers by Howard made it 50-36 with a minute left in the period and 
Courtney Williams opened the second half with a basket to give Minnesota its largest lead at 54-38. Treys from 
Rachel Banham and Sydney Taylor bookended a run of 10 unanswered points that rallied Chicago to within 63-57 late 
in the third quarter, but Olivia Miles scored the next five to send the Lynx into the fourth with a 68-58 cushion. After 
Taylor's long-range strike cut the Sky's deficit to 70-67 with 7:50 remaining, Kayla McBride responded by hitting a pair 
of 3-pointers as part of an 8-0 burst that quelled Chicago's comeback bid. Williams finished with 17 points and three 
steals for Minnesota while Kamilla Cardoso led the Sky with 17 points and seven boards.

Maya Caldwell scored 16 points and Courtney Williams added 15 with eight rebounds as the Lynx notched their first 
home win of the season with a 100-72 decision over Toronto on Thursday night at Target Center. Minnesota never 
trailed, tallying the game's first six points and extending its lead to 27-14 after one quarter. Williams netted 10 of her 
points in the second period and Natasha Howard's layup in the waning moments sent the Lynx into halftime with a 53-
32 cushion. Six unanswered points from Kiki Rice cut the Tempo's deficit to 17 early in the third, but Olivia Miles 
capped an 8-0 finish to the quarter that gave Minnesota its largest lead of the night at 76-48. Kia Nurse erupted for 14 
points in the final stanza but Toronto could get no closer than 21 down the stretch, and the Lynx reached the Century 
Mark when Caldwell hit a 3-pointer with 37.2 seconds to play. Miles collected 14 points and five assists while Howard 
and Kayla McBride chipped in 13 points each for Minnesota, which shot 55.1% and piled up a 46-25 rebounding 
margin. The Tempo were led by Nurse's 23 points, with Rice tacking on 11 points and six rebounds.

LYNX TRAX:  Minnesota completed its 27th season in the WNBA by winning a club-record 34 games and securing the #1 overall seed 
in the 2025 Playoffs… The 34 wins ties Las Vegas (34-6 in 2023) for the most in a single WNBA season, albeit in four more games… 
This year marks the sixth time Minnesota has posted the league's best regular season record (27-7 in 2011, 27-7 in 2012, 26-8 in 2013, 
28-6 in 2016, 27-7 in 2017)… The Lynx finished four games ahead of Las Vegas and Atlanta, the largest gap between #1 and #2 since 
Phoenix (29-5) bested Minnesota by four games in 2014… The Lynx secured home-court advantage throughout this year's playoffs 
with the 94-70 win over Connecticut on Aug. 30… Minnesota opened 2025 with nine consecutive victories before falling 94-84 on June 
11 at Seattle; they also put together winning streaks of five (June 27-July 6), four (July 14-25) and six games (July 30-Aug. 16) en route 
to a 28-5 start that saw their overall lead atop the standings crest at seven… New York halted Minnesota's six-game winning streak with

WRITING IN THE MARGINS:  The Lynx eked out an 80-76 win vs. Washington on Aug. 8, slipped past Seattle, 91-87, on Aug. 5, and 
beat Las Vegas for the third time this season with the 111-58 verdict on Aug. 2… The 53-point spread marks the 2nd-largest winning 
margin in WNBA history; the Lynx thrashed Indiana, 111-52, on Aug. 18, 2017 at Xcel Energy Center… Minnesota completed a 4-1 
homestand with the 100-93 triumph over New York on July 30… Atlanta dealt Minnesota its first regular season home loss of 2025 with 
the 90-86 decision on July 27, halting the Lynx' franchise-record 14-game Target Center winning streak… Minnesota beat Las Vegas, 
109-78, on July 25, and capped its four-game season set vs. Chicago by winning 91-68 on July 22… The Lynx erupted for 102 points in 
the June 29 win over Connecticut; the 39-point spread is the 4th-largest winning margin in franchise history…
