LYNX TRAX: Minnesota completed a 3-0 homestand with Tuesday's 100-76 victory over Dallas, extending its winning streak to eight...
The Lynx rallied from an early 12-point deficit to beat Seattle, 88-68, on June 6, matching their largest comeback win of the year (also
May 14 at Dallas)... Minnesota began the homestand with an 87-84 decision vs. Golden State on June 4; the teams square off again on
June 19 at Chase Center... The Lynx poured in 111 points June 1 at Phoenix, tying the 5th-highest single-game total in franchise
history (2nd-highest in a non-overtime game)... Minnesota began the two-game road trip with a 79-58 win May 29 at Chicago, taking
the season series from the Sky 2-1... The Lynx wrapped up May with a 6-2 record; over the past three seasons, they've put together a
17-4 May record (5-2 in 2024, 6-0 in 2025)... Minnesota shot 59.7% in the 96-81 triumph vs. Atlanta on May 27 at Target Center,
avenging the Dream's 91-90 Opening Night win on May 9... Minnesota never trailed in the May 27 meeting, its second wire-to-wire
victory this season (also May 21 vs. Toronto); the Lynx had just one such win a year ago (June 29 vs. Connecticut)...

LYNX TRAX: Minnesota completed its 27th season in the WNBA by winning a club-record 34 games and securing the #1 overall seed
in the 2025 Playoffs... The 34 wins ties Las Vegas (34-6 in 2023) for the most in a single WNBA season, albeit in four more games...
This year marks the sixth time Minnesota has posted the league's best reqular season record (27-7 in 2011, 27-7 in 2012, 26-8 in 2013,
28-6 in 2016, 27-7 in 2017)... The Lynx finished four games ahead of Las Vegas and Atlanta, the largest gap between #1 and #2 since
Phoenix (29-5) bested Minnesota by four games in 2014... The Lynx secured home-court advantage throughout this year's playoffs
with the 94-70 win over Connecticut on Aug. 30... Minnesota opened 2025 with nine consecutive victories before falling 94-84 on June
