LYNX TRAX: Las Vegas snapped the Lynx' eight-game winning streak with Saturday's 100-97 decision... It's the 11th time in franchise
history that Minnesota has put together 8+ consecutive victories; they opened 2025 by winning their first nine starts... The setback was
also the Lynx' first away from Target Center this year, following a 5-0 road start... Minnesota completed a 3-0 homestand with last
Tuesday's 100-76 victory over Dallas... The Lynx rallied from an early 12-point deficit to beat Seattle, 88-68, on June 6, matching their
largest comeback win of the year (also May 14 at Dallas)... Minnesota began the homestand with an 87-84 decision vs. Golden State
on June 4; the teams square off again Friday at Chase Center... The Lynx poured in 111 points June 1 at Phoenix, tying the 5th-highest
single-game total in franchise history... Minnesota began the two-game road trip with a 79-58 win May 29 at Chicago...

MAY FLOWERS: The Lynx wrapped up May with a 6-2 record; over the past three seasons, they've compiled a 17-4 May record (5-2 in
2024, 6-0 in 2025)... Minnesota shot 59.7% in the 96-81 triumph vs. Atlanta on May 27 at Target Center, avenging the Dream's 91-90

The 34-point decision June 1 at Phoenix represents Minnesota's 2nd-largest road win all-
time (111-58 at Las Vegas, Aug. 2, 2025) and is the fifth road victory by 30+ points in club history (second in Phoenix, 17th 30+ point
win overall)...
