2019 SEASON THUS FAR

The Sky return from the All-Star break with an 11-8 record, tied for fourth in the WNBA, and are current-
ly riding a four-game winning streak, their second such streak of the season. Chicago has won eight of
11 home games but have gone 3-5 away from Wintrust Arena this season. As a team, the Sky are tied
for the WNBA lead in assists per game and rank second in field-goal percentage and in three-point
percentage. Chicago places third in points per game. The Sky sent three players-— Diamond DeShields,
Courtney Vandersloot and Allie Quigley— to the All-Star game this past weekend, tied with the Aces
for the most representatives from any team this season.

WHAT HAPPENED IN VEGAS: SKY ALL-STARS SHOWED OUT

Diamond DeShields showcased her athleticism in winning the first WNBA Skills Challenge since 2010 in
comeback fashion Friday. The following day, DeShields made an impressive All-Star game debut, post-
ing a line of 13 points, five rebounds and four assists on 6-for-11 shooting for Team Wilson.

Allie Quigley was named a replacement starter for the All-Star game, helping lead Team Wilson to
victory, nailing four three-pointers and scoring 14 points. The previous night, Quigley, aiming to win the
Three-Point Contest for the third-straight season, narrowly failed to qualify for the final round, finishing
in third place.

The Sky’s third All-Star, Courtney Vandersloot, contributed seven points and eight assists for Team Del-
le Donne. Vandersloot also competed in the Skills Challenge, advancing in the first round before being
eliminated by Jonquel Jones, whom the Sky face tonight.

TONIGHT’S OPPONENT: CONNECTICUT SUN

The Sky possess a 23-27 all-time record against the Sun and stand 9-14 in Connecticut. In the team’s
first matchup of the season, Cheyenne Parker paced the Sky with a season-high 22 points while Jantel
Lavender contributed a season-high 13 rebounds. Chicago also limited MVP candidate Jonquel Jones
to 11 points and held Friday’s Three-Point Contest champion Shekinna Stricklen scoreless.

LAST SEASON AGAINST THE SUN

In 2018, Connecticut took two of three games in the season series with the Sky, with Courtney Vander-
sloot scoring 20 points and tallying 15 assists in Chicago’s lone win. Vandersloot averaged 13.7 points
and 9.7 assists per the three contests against the Sun.
