THE GAME BEFORE LAST: BARELY BEATEN BY MINNESOTA

Ahead by a point in the closing seconds of a thriller at Wintrust Arena, the Sky had their hearts bro-
ken on an Odyssey Sims turnaround jumper with 6.4 seconds left that sealed the win for the Lynx

on Wednesday night. Sims finished with a team-high 16 points while adding four rebounds and four
assists. The Lynx kicked off the contest with a 16-5 run over the first 9 minutes of play, putting the Sky
in a hole of which they needed all of the first half to dig themselves out. The Sky’'s 12 first-half turn-
overs led to 10 easy points for the Lynx, and the Minnesota defense limited Courtney Vandersloot to a
season-low four assists. After a 20-point, 10-rebound performance against the Wings on Sunday, Jantel
Lavender was limited to four points and six rebounds in the loss.

DESPITE LOSS, QUIGLEY AND DESHIELDS SHINE

Allie Quigley scored a team-high 24 points for the Sky and tied a career high by converting six three-
point field goals against Minnesota. Diamond DeShields contributed with an effective night on the
glass, tying her season high with nine rebounds.

A LOOK AT THE LAST WIN

The Chicago Sky earned their 200th franchise victory on Friday night, 99-83, a nearly coast-to-coast
win over the New York Liberty at Wintrust Arena that featured just two lead changes. Chicago posted
season highs in points, assists, field-goal percentage, and free-throw attempts. Courtney Vandersloot
dished 12 assists and contributed an efficient 17 points on 5-for-7 shooting. Four other Sky players
scored in double figures, including Jantel Lavender, who also tallied 17 points to go with 7 rebounds.
Stefanie Dolson posted a season-high nine rebounds, and three familiar faces made their Sky returns.
Jamierra Faulkner made her long-awaited season debut after recovering from back-to-back sea-
son-ending ACL injuries, Katie Lou Samuelson returned from a month-long injury absence and Astou
Ndour played in her first game since June 1 after playing overseas.

TONIGHT’'S OPPONENT: DALLAS WINGS
The Sky have beaten the Wings in three of the team’s last four meetings, cutting the deficit in the all-
time head-to-head record to 16-20. Chicago holds a 5-12 record against Dallas on the road.

HOW WE FARED IN FIRST COMPETITION VS. WINGS THIS SEASON

Exactly a week before Sunday’s matchup on July 7, the Sky defeated the Wings in Chicago by a score of
78-66 on the strength of season highs in points from Jantel Lavender and Kahleah Copper. Chicago’s
bench unit outscored Dallas’ 24-8. The WNBA's 2019 assists leader Courtney Vandersloot contributed
11 assists in the game, moving to seventh on the league’s all-time assists list. Wings Rookie of the Year
candidate Arike Ogunbowale contributed 23 points for the Wings in a losing effort, and Isabelle Harri-
son secured a career-high five offensive rebounds.

COURTNEY VANDERSLOOT CLIMBING THE RANKS AMONG ALL-TIME WNBA POINT GUARDS
— Vandersloot has reached double figures in assists three of the last four games (four times for the sea-
son).

— She now has 37 double-figure assist games in her career and is the third all-time in the WNBA, be-
hind Ticha Penichienro (64) and Sue Bird (44).

— The Sky are 24-13 when Vandersloot clocks 10+ assists.

— Vandersloot entered Friday’s game in a shooting slump with five straight games below double-figure
scoring and .500 shooting, averaging 5.8 PPG and .282 FG%/.231 3FG% during that stretch, but she
posted an efficient 5-for-7 shooting performance against the Liberty.

— Over the six games prior to the slump, Vandersloot averaged 14.2 PPG on .485 FG%/.400 3FG%.
She had double-figure scoring in five of those six games, and Chicago won five of the six.

— Has scored in double-figures in seven games this season.

DIAMOND SHONE BRIGHTLY FRIDAY NIGHT

Before Friday night, Diamond DeShields had shot 40% or below from the field in 11 of her previous 12
games. Well, against the Liberty Friday, she converted 7-for-12 from the floor (58.3%), scoring 16
points. It was the best shooting percentage DeShields has posted in a game since the third contest of
the season. On Friday, she also contributed two steals, two assists, six rebounds, a block and just one
turnover.

LAVENDER LOOKS TO ESTABLISH CONSISTENCY
Jantel Lavender has posted four double-digit point totals in her last six games. In those four games,
she is averaging 15.5 points and 8.25 rebounds, while shooting 62.2%.

However, in the other two games, Lavender has struggled, averaging 5 points and 4.5 boards, while
shooting 33.3%. Her season high in points of 20 came against the Wings on July 7, and her season

high in rebounds is 13, which came against the Sun on June 23.

As a member of the L.A. Sparks for the first eight years of her WNBA career before being acquired by
the Sky this preseason, Lavender posted 23 double-doubles.
