THE GAME BEFORE LAST: DIAMOND DESHIELDS DOMINATED DALLAS WITH CAREER HIGH

Diamond DeShields led the Sky to an 89-79 victory in Dallas, scoring 10 of her season-high 26 points in
the fourth quarter. Chicago, which leads the WNBA in 3-point field goals made and 3-point percentage,
outscored Dallas by 21 points from the 3-point line, shooting 55.5% from deep compared to Dallas’
22.2%. Courtney Vandersloot tallied eight assists, while Jantel Lavender contributed 16 points and
seven rebounds. In the game, the Sky totaled 26 assists and just 10 turnovers and shot over 50 percent
from the field for the second consecutive game. Chicago was able to pull away from Dallas for good
after a 31-13 third quarter.

COMEBACK WIN: DOLSON’S GAME-WINNING SHOT ENDS THE DREAM

In its first matchup against Atlanta this season, Chicago won, 77-76, in spectacular fashion. After facing
a 10-point halftime deficit, the Sky mounted their largest come-from-behind victory of the season and
won the game on a basket by Stefanie Dolson with 2.3 seconds left in the game on a brilliant assist
from Courtney Vandersloot. The Sky outrebounded the Fever 43-39, with Dolson matching her season
high with nine and also matching her career high in blocks with five. After coming off her season high in
points with 26 in Dallas, Diamond DeShields recorded 20 points in the first half and 22 total. Although
Atlanta led Chicago, 12-2, in first-quarter paint points, Chicago ended the game with a 30-28 edge in
the category.

TONIGHT’'S OPPONENT: INDIANA FEVER
The Sky possess a 17-36 all-time record against the Fever and stand 8-18 against Indiana at home.
HOW WE'VE FARED AGAINST THE FEVER THIS SEASON

The Fever and Sky have split the season series thus far, the away team winning each of the first two
meetings. Last season, Diamond DeShields averaged 23 points against the Fever. This season, DeSh-
ields has averaged 13 points against Indiana. Fever guard Erica Wheeler scored a season-high 28 points
on June 21 at Wintrust Arena. Indiana defeated Chicago in both 2019 preseason matchups.

A STORY OF 3-POINT PERCENTAGES

In their last-minute, 77-76, win over the Atlanta Dream on Wednesday July 17, the Sky shot uncharacter-
istically low from 3-point land. On 22 attempts, the Sky made six three-pointers. Their combined make
percentage was 27.3% for the game, significantly lower than their usual long-distance shooting average.
Their unusually poor shooting from deep led to a slow start in Wednesday’s game, but they were even-
tually able to recover in the second half.

The Sky's season average from behind the arc, 35.8%, ranks second in the WNBA and is often a catalyst
for wins against formidable opponents. The Sky are also second in the league in 3-pointers made with
7.4 per game.

ROUGH RANKING

Although it has the fourth-best free-throw percentage, Chicao ranks last in free-throw attempts. The Sky
take 13.9 attempts per game, the fewest in the league, just 0.1 attempt behind the nearest team. The
Sky also rank poorly in turnovers, second-to-last overall with 15.5 turnovers per game. In Wednesday'’s
game against the Dream, the Sky recorded 13 turnovers in the first half, the most they've had in any first
half this season. Although they rank fourth in the WNBA in rebounds per game and second in defensive
rebounds, the Sky are second-to-last in offensive rebounds per game with 7.3.

TAKING CARE OF BUSINESS

Throughout their 10-8 start to the season, the Sky have racked up several impressive statistical feats
compared to other teams in the WNBA. Chicago ranks in the top five in the league in points, assists,
rebounds, and blocks per game, as well as in field-goal percentage, 3-point percentage, 3-pointers
made, and free-throw percentage. Of those, the Sky rank top three in five categories: points and assists
per game, field-goal percentage, 3-pointers made and 3-point percentage. The Sky are second in both
3-pointers made and 3-point percentage, just short of first in both.

BREAK IT DOWN

Sunday night's contest against the Indiana Fever is the Sky’s final game before the league officially
begins its All-Star break. Following the NBA's recent format change, the WNBA's two leading vote-get-
ters, A'ja Wilson and Elena Delle Donne, will choose from the pool of Eastern and Western Conference
All-Stars. The Sky will have three All-Stars - Diamond DeShields, Allie Quigley, Courtney Vandersloot

- participating in the festivities. The Sky are one of only two teams to send three players to the All-Star
game this season. DeShields earned her first All-Star nod on career numbers in several categories, while
Quigley earns her third and Vandersloot her second. This is the first time Vandersloot has received All-
Star recognition since her rookie season.
