The Sky defeated the Dream in each of their first two meetings of 2019, with Courtney Vandersloot recording nine
assists in each. In the first game, DeShields scored 22 points and Stefanie Dolson made a game-winning layup with
2.3 seconds left. The Sky were able to overcome a 10-point deficit after the first quarter and season highs from Renee
Montgomery in points and 3-pointers made with 23 and six, respectively.

In the most recent meeting between these teams, Chicago fell behind early again, trailing by eight points after the first
quarter but came back to win, 87-75, in Atlanta. DeShields posted season highs with 12 rebounds and six assists, and
Dolson led the team in scoring with 16 points. The Sky assisted on 29 of their 34 made field goals and shot 49.3% from
the field and 44% from behind the arc.

Alex Bentley scored a season-high 21 points for the Dream, while former Sky forward Jessica Breland tallied 18 points
and seven rebounds.
