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LAST GAME: Chicago Battles Back Against Brittney Griner’s Season-High in Points to Beat Phoenix
SKY 94, MERCURY 86 (Sunday, Aug. 25, 2019 | Talking Stick Resort Arena)

Despite a season-high 34 points from Brittney Griner and a 10-point second quarter deficit, the Sky emerged victorious
Sunday night, 94-86, in Phoenix. Chicago matched its season low in turnovers and set a franchise record for rebounds
in a quarter after grabbing 20 in the first. Astou Ndour and Cheyenne Parker each recorded double-doubles for the
Sky, while Courtney Vandersloot nearly finished with a triple-double, tallying nine points, nine rebounds and 13 assists.
The All-Star point guard also committed zero turnovers in a game for the second time this season. The Sky pulled down
season highs in offensive rebounds (15) and total rebounds (47), while the Mercury grabbed five and 34, respectively.
Chicago’s bench also outscored Phoenix’s by eight points. Diana Taurasi played in just her second game of the sea-
son, and DeWanna Bonner recorded a double-double in the loss. The teams will meet one final time in the 2019 regu-
lar season game, on September 1in Chicago.

In both teams’ season opener, the Lynx soundly defeated the Sky, 89-71, led by Rookie of the Year frontrunner Naphee-
sa Collier in her first WNBA game. Collier scored 27, which remains her career high, on 8-for-10 shooting and 3-for-4
from deep. Minnesota dominated the boards, outrebounding Chicago by 11 on the offensive glass and by 17 overall.
Sylvia Fowles recorded a double-double with 16 points and 10 rebounds. Also, of note, the Lynx attempted 17 more
free-throw attempts than did the Sky. In the loss, Courtney Vandersloot tallied eight assists and three steals.

The second matchup was much closer, as the Lynx beat the Sky, 73-72, in Chicago on a 6-foot game-winner by Odys-
sey Sims with 6.4 seconds left. Sims led the Lynx in points with 16, while Allie Quigley scored 24 points and drilled six
3sin a losing effort. Despite not being able to pull out the victory, Chicago outassisted Minnesota 21-12.

Chicago managed to beat Minnesota two of three times in 2018, despite Maya Moore’s averages of 22.7 points per
game on 56.5% from the field and 61.1% from beyond the arc in the season series. Courtney Vandersloot also dominat-
ed in the matchups, averaging 13.0 points and 8.7 assists per game on 50.0% shooting from the floor and 42.9% from 3.
Allie Quigley scored 16.7 points per game on 48.6% field-goal shooting and 52.9% from deep, averaging three 3-point-
ers made during the season series. Former Sky big Sylia Fowles averaged 12.3 rebounds per game for Minnesota in the
2018 season series against Chicago.
