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LAST GAME: CHICAGO ENDS WASHINGTON’S WINNING STREAK AND 1ST-PLACE STANDING
SKY 85, MYSTICS 78 (Tuesday, Aug. 23, 2019 | Wintrust Arena)

Not only did the Sky end the Mystics’ six-game winning streak and knock them out of first place; the Sky also snapped
their nine-game losing streak in the all-time series. It was the first time Chicago has beaten Washington since Elena
Delle Donne was traded between the teams. Diamond DeShields scored a game-high 22 points, the eighth time she
has scored at least 20 points in a game this season, Courtney Vandersloot nearly missed recording a triple-double
with 15 points, nine assists and eight rebounds, and Stefanie Dolson contributed 18 points. Delle Donne was limited to
16 points, and her squad, the top scoring and shooting team in the league, were held to just 78 points on 35.6% shoot-
ing from the field and 27.6% shooting from behind the arc. The Sky also held the rebound advantage 40-30.

In the first meeting of the season between the teams, the Sky led by as many as 15 points twice, but the Mercury cut
the lead to five with just under a minute left. Ultimately, Diamond DeShields’ 25 points, Courtney Vandersloot’s 17
points and eight assists were too much for Phoenix to overcome. DeShields matched a season high with five 3s made,
and Chicago outrebounded Phoenix by seven. DeWanna Bonner scored 28 points and grabbed 12 rebounds, but Brit-
tney Griner was largely held in check. The league’s leader in points per game scored just 16 points and pulled down
six boards in the game. The Sky outscored the Mercury by 21 points from behind the arc, as the home team shot an
outstanding 12-for-23 from deep.

The Mercury boast the league’s top two leaders in scoring average, with Bonner and Griner. In 2019, the Phoenix ranks
dead last in bench points per game with 13.0, while the Sky’s 22.9 place them third in the category. In terms of re-
bounds per game, the Sky rank third, while the Mercury are tenth. The Mercury lead the all-time series, having won 20
of the 30 meetings, and 11 of the 15 contests played in Phoenix.
