In their third and final meeting with Los Angeles this season, Chicago was finally able to snag a win on the backs of
impressive performances from Allie Quigley and Astou Ndour. Quigley came out firing early on and finished the game
with a season-high 26 points, including four baskets from behind the 3-point line. She also grabbed five rebounds.
Ndour, in her second start of the season, looked more comfortable filling in for Jantel Lavender. The fourth-year center
set a season high in points with 11 and matched her career high in rebounds with nine. The Sky also bounced back from
a series of games where they had shot 25% and below from behind the arc as the team combined for 12-0f-28 from
deep, a scorching 42.9%.

SECOND-CHANCE POINTS

The Sky’s 22 second-chance points vs. Los Angeles on Friday, their highest total of the season (previous high of 19 vs.
Indiana Fever on July 21, 2019). Chicago currently ranks 11th in the WNBA in second-chance points per game game at
10.6. For the season, the 22 second-chance points were the fourth-highest in a game by a WNBA team behind:

TODAY’S OPPONENT: LAS VEGAS ACES

Chicago has fell in three of their five contests against the Aces (formerly the San Antonio Silver Stars), cling-
ing to a 17-15 lead in the all-time head-to-head. Chicago is 10-6 all-time at home against Las Vegas/San An-
tonio. The teams have met twice this season, both at Mandalay Bay Events Center, where they have split the
season series 1-1.

LAST MEETING VS. ACES

In their second matchup in Las Vegas, Chicago was able to fight off a dominant performance by Aces center Liz Cam-
bage, as a balanced scoring attack helped the Sky escape with a 87-84 victory. Diamond DeShields, Jantel Lavender,
Stefanie Dolson and Courtney Vandersloot each scored in double figures, pacing the Sky offense, despite shooting
woes from behind the arc, where they shot a season-low 20%.

Vandersloot led the attack with 16 points and 13 assists, recording her fourth double-double of the season and passing
Cappie Pondexter for sixth on WNBA's All-Time Assists list.

For the Aces, Liz Cambage was a force, recording her seventh double-double of the year with a season-high 28 points
along with 11 rebounds. Dearica Hamby also had a strong performance for Las Vegas with her sixth double-double of
the season, recording 12 points and 12 rebounds. She also set season highs in assists with four and steals with 3.
