SKY 87, DREAM 83 (Tuesday, Aug. 20, 2019 | State Farm Arena)

In their third and final meeting with Atlanta this season, Chicago overcame an eight-point halftime deficit to win, 87-83.
The Sky outshot the Dream in the second half, shooting 50% compared to the Dream’s 38.5%. All five Chicago starters
scored in double-figures, with Astou Ndour recording her first career double-double and Courtney Vandersloot notch-
ing her fifth of the season. The Sky’s starting lineup outscored the Dream’s 73-50, including 17 second-half points from
Diamond DeShields. It was Atlanta’s 12th consecutive loss, its longest losing streak since 2008. Dream guard Tiffany
Hayes scored 27 points in defeat.

On June 5, the Mystics routed the Sky in D.C., 103-85, thanks to 43 bench points and 19 points, six assists and four
steals from Kristi Tolliver. Both teams shot 50% from the floor, but Washington’s 28 assists and 11 turnovers set it apart
from Chicago, which totaled 20 assists to go with 17 turnovers. Diamond DeShields scored 24 points and Jantel Laven-
der added 15 in the Sky’s loss.

In the teams’ second meeting of the season, Elena Delle Donne, who was the WNBA's MVP in 2015 as a member of
the Sky, led the Mystics to an 81-74 victory with a 22-point, seven-rebound performance in Chicago. Turnovers again
proved to be a difference-maker, with the Sky posting 17 compared to just 10 for the Mystics. Allie Quigley scored 21
points and tallied five assists in the loss.

Friday’s matchup features two of the WNBA's most potent offenses this season, as the Mystics lead the league in points
per game while the Sky rank second in the category. Washington and Chicago also place first and second, respectively,
in assists per game in 2019. In terms of field-goal percentage, the Mystics lead the WNBA, and the Sky rank third. Elena
Delle Donne is third in points per game and fifth in rebounds per game this season, while Allie Quigley leads in 3s
made.

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The Chicago Sky announced on Thursday the team had signed center Kayla Alexander. Originally selected

by the San Antonio Stars (now the Las Vegas Aces) with the No.8 overall pick of the 2013 WNBA Draft, the
6-foot-4 Syracuse graduate spent six seasons (2013-17) with the Stars before the team relocated to Las Vegas.
In February 2018, Alexander was picked up by the Indiana Fever in a trade deal with the Las Vegas Aces. She
appeared in 30 games with Indiana in the 2018 season, averaging 2.7 points and 2.2 rebounds per game. A
native of Ontario, Canada, Alexander has played professionally in Russia, France, and most recently for Aus-
tralia’s Adelaide, where she averaged 11.9 points, 8.9 rebounds and 22.9 minutes per game.
