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LAST GAME: Wings Defeat Sky Thanks to Ogunbowale’s Career-High 35 Points
WINGS 88, SKY 83 (Thursday, Aug. 29, 2019 | Wintrust Arena)

Rookie Arike Ogunbowale matched her career-high in scoring with 35 points, leading Dallas to just its second road win
of the season. The Sky outshot the Wings from the field, 43.8% to 41.3%, but Chicago matched a season low by sinking
only three 3s. The Wings shot 46.2% from beyond the arc, while the Sky mustered just 16.7% from deep. Dallas also
won the offensive rebouding battle, 13-9. In the loss, four Chicago starters scored at least 15 points: Courtney Vander-
sloot (19), Diamond DeShields (17), Allie Quigley (16) and Stefanie Dolson (15). Vandersloot added seven assists, while
Dolson contributed a season-high 11 rebounds.

June 11: In the first meeting of the season between the teams, the Sky led by as many as 15 points twice, but the Mer-
cury cut the lead to five with just under a minute left. Ultimately, Diamond DeShields’ 25 points, Courtney Vander-
sloot’s 17 points and eight assists were too much for Phoenix to overcome. DeShields matched a season high with five
3s made, and Chicago outrebounded Phoenix by seven. DeWanna Bonner scored 28 points and grabbed 12 rebounds,
but Brittney Griner was largely held in check. The league’s leader in points per game scored just 16 points and pulled
down six boards in the game. The Sky outscored the Mercury by 21 points from behind the arc, as the home team shot
an outstanding 12-for-23 from deep.

August 25: Despite a season-high 34 points from Brittney Griner and a 10-point second quarter deficit, the Sky
emerged victorious in Phoenix. Chicago matched its season low in turnovers and set a franchise record for rebounds

in a quarter after grabbing 20 in the first. Astou Ndour and Cheyenne Parker each recorded double-doubles for the
Sky, while Courtney Vandersloot nearly finished with a triple-double, tallying nine points, nine rebounds and 13 assists.
The All-Star point guard also committed zero turnovers in a game for the second time this season. The Sky pulled down
season highs in offensive rebounds (15) and total rebounds (47), while the Mercury grabbed five and 34, respectively.
Chicago’s bench also outscored Phoenix’s by eight points. Diana Taurasi played in just her second game of the sea-
son, and DeWanna Bonner recorded a double-double in the loss. The teams will meet one final time in the 2019 regu-
lar season game, on September 1in Chicago.

Playoff Rematch?: If the postseason were to begin today, Chicago would host Phoenix in a first-round matchup, as
the teams currently stand fifth and eighth, respectively, in the WNBA standings. The Mercury boast the league’s leader
in scoring average in Griner, and Bonner ranks third in the W in scoring average. In 2019, the Phoenix ranks dead last
in bench points per game with 13.5, while the Sky’s 22.8 place them fourth in the category. In terms of rebounds per
game, the Sky rank third, while the Mercury are tenth. The Mercury lead the all-time series, having won 20 of the 31
meetings, but the Sky have won four consecutive games in the series.
