ATLANTA (AP) Angel McCoughtry
scored 25 points, Layshia Clarendon
hit two free throws with 9.4 seconds
left and the Atlanta Dream overcame
a 13-point second-half deficit to beat
the Connecticut Sun 75-70 on Friday
night.

Brittney Sykes scored 13 points,
Damiris Dantas added 11, and Eliza-
beth Williams had 10 rebounds and
three blocks.

Shekinna Stricklen hit a 3-pointer
to give Connecticut (7-5) a 13-point
lead midway through the third quar-
ter, and Rachel Banham'’s 3-point
play about four minutes later made
it 56-47. But the Dream (7-6) scored
the next 24 points - including the
first 20 in the fourth quarter - and
took a 15-point lead when Renee
Montgomery hit a 3-pointer with
3:15 to play.

Chiney Ogwumike’s hook shot with
3:01 remaining ended the Sun'’s
scoring drought of eight-plus min-
utes and sparked a 12-0 run that
trimmed Connecticut's deficit to five
with 50.9 seconds left. Alex Bentley’s
jumper with 10.2 remaining made it
73-70 before Clarendon'’s foul shots
capped the scoring.

Bentley led the Sun with 18 points,
Ogwumike scored 16 points, and
Jasmine Thomas added 13. Con-
necticut, which has lost four in a row,
was held to its fewest points in a
game this season.

June 5, 2018 at Atlanta

ATLANTA (AP) Tiffany Hayes scored
22 points, Damiris Dantas added 15
and the Atlanta Dream beat Con-
necticut 82-77 on Tuesday night for
the Sun'’s first loss of the season.

Angel McCoughtry made a long
jumper with 37.7 seconds remaining
to extend Atlanta’s lead to 76-69. Af-
ter Shekinna Stricklen sank a 3-point-
er at the other end, the Dream hit
four straight free throws to seal it.

McCoughtry finished with 11 points
for Atlanta (3-3), which is 16-4 all-
time against Connecticut at home.
Renee Montgomery chipped in with
12 points.

Alyssa Thomas had 19 points, 17
rebounds and six assists for Con-
necticut (5-1), which was off to its
best start in franchise history. Chiney
Ogwumike added 12 points and nine
boards, Alex Bentley also scored 12
and Courtney Williams had 11 points
and nine rebounds.

Connecticut, which entered scoring
100-plus points in three of its first
five games, was held to 36.6 percent
shooting from the floor.

August 15, 2017 at Atlanta

ATLANTA (AP) Jonquel Jones had
20 points and 13 rebounds for her
seventh straight double-double,
and the Connecticut Sun beat the
short-handed Atlanta Dream 96-75
on Tuesday night.

Connecticut (18-9), winners of six
straight, won in Atlanta for the first
time since June 7, 2015.

Jasmine Thomas made four 3-point-
ers and added 18 points for Con-
necticut (18-9), which clinched its
first playoff spot since 2012 last
Saturday. Courtney Williams scored
12 points.

Atlanta (10-19) was without its lead-
ing scorer Tiffany Hayes because of a
rib injury.

Brittney Sykes scored 23 points for
her fifth 20-plus game in her rookie
season with the Dream. She scored a
season-best 28 points in her previous
game. Layshia Clarendon missed all
eight of her field-goal attempts but
had 11 assists.

Connecticut opened the game on
a 10-0 run and led by 17 points at

halftime behind Jones' 16 points.

Earning her first head coaching position, Collen came to the Dream after pair
of successful seasons as an assistant coach for the Connecticut Sun. Work-
ing for 2017 WNBA Coach of the Year Curt Miller, Collen helped the Sun
compile an impressive 21-13 record and finished with the fourth-best regular
season record in the WNBA, earning the franchise’s first postseason appear-
ance since 2012. Connecticut, who lost former No. 1 pick Chiney Ogwumike to injury prior to the 2017
season, improve on a 14-20 record in 2016.

Prior to moving to Connecticut, Collen served under head coach Karl Smesko at Florida Gulf Coast.
Joining the staff in July of 2014, Collen helped guide the Eagles to consecutive 30-win seasons. The
2015-16 team completed a 33-6 campaign with a trip to the WNIT Championship game, where it was
edged by South Dakota on April 2nd. The 2014-15 Eagles were 31-3 with a 26-game winning streak and
an undefeated record in the Atlantic Sun Conference. That team also made history with its first Division |
national ranking and its first NCAA Tournament victory, a 75-67 win over 10th-seeded Oklahoma State.

Before moving to FGCU, Collen enjoyed great success as an assistant coach at Arkansas, Louisville, Ball
State and Colorado State. During her nine seasons as an assistant coach at the collegiate level, Collen
helped teams reach three NCAA tournaments and five WNITs.

Collen played one year of professional basketball with the BCM Alexandros team in Greece.

As a player at Purdue, Collen was a member of Big 10 championship teams that advanced to the Final
Four in 1994 and the Elite Eight in 1995. Collen transferred to Marquette as a junior, competing in two
more NCAA tournaments while also securing a Bachelor of Science degree in Mechanical Engineering.
Collen and her husband Tom have three children, Connor, Reese and Logan.
