ATLANTA (AP) Tiffany Hayes scored
22 points, Damiris Dantas added 15
and the Atlanta Dream beat Con-
necticut 82-77 on Tuesday night for
the Sun’s first loss of the season.

Angel McCoughtry made a long
jumper with 37.7 seconds remaining
to extend Atlanta’s lead to 76-69. Af-
ter Shekinna Stricklen sank a 3-point-
er at the other end, the Dream hit
four straight free throws to seal it.

McCoughtry finished with 11 points
for Atlanta (3-3), which is 16-4 all-
time against Connecticut at home.
Renee Montgomery chipped in with
12 points.

Alyssa Thomas had 19 points, 17
rebounds and six assists for Con-
necticut (5-1), which was off to its
best start in franchise history. Chiney
Ogwumike added 12 points and nine
boards, Alex Bentley also scored 12
and Courtney Williams had 11 points
and nine rebounds.

Connecticut, which entered scoring
100-plus points in three of its first
five games, was held to 36.6 percent
shooting from the floor.

ATLANTA (AP) Angel McCoughtry
scored 25 points, Layshia Clarendon
hit two free throws with 9.4 seconds
left and the Atlanta Dream overcame
a 13-point second-half deficit to beat
the Connecticut Sun 75-70 on Friday
night.

Brittney Sykes scored 13 points,
Damiris Dantas added 11, and Eliza-
beth Williams had 10 rebounds and
three blocks.

Shekinna Stricklen hit a 3-pointer

to give Connecticut (7-5) a 13-point
lead midway through the third
quarter, and Rachel Banham'’s 3-point
play about four minutes later made

it 56-47. But the Dream (7-6) scored
the next 24 points - including the first
20 in the fourth quarter - and took a
15-point lead when Renee Montgom-
ery hit a 3-pointer with 3:15 to play.

Chiney Ogwumike's hook shot with
3:01 remaining ended the Sun’s
scoring drought of eight-plus minutes
and sparked a 12-0 run that trimmed
Connecticut’s deficit to five with 50.9
seconds left. Alex Bentley's jumper
with 10.2 remaining made it 73-70
before Clarendon’s foul shots capped
the scoring.

Bentley led the Sun with 18 points,
Ogwumike scored 16 points, and Jas-
mine Thomas added 13. Connecticut,
which has lost four in a row, was held
to its fewest points in a game this
season.

UNCASVILLE, Conn. (AP) Tiffany
Hayes sank a shot from beyond
halfcourt at the buzzer to help the
Atlanta Dream win their fifth straight
game with an 86-83 victory over the
Connecticut Sun on Tuesday night.

Connecticut’s Alyssa Thomas made
two free throws with 31.9 seconds
remaining to tie it at 83. After an
Atlanta miss and a tie-up, Connecti-
cut inbounded it with 10.9 seconds
left, but Hayes intercepted a pass
in the corner, took two dribbles and
swished the long winner .

Angel McCoughtry scored 24 points
off the bench for Atlanta (13-9).
Hayes finished with 18 points and
Elizabeth Williams added 16.

Brittney Sykes hit a wide open
3-pointer to pull Atlanta to 79-75

and another miscue on the Sun’s next
possession led to McCoughtry’s fast-
break layup. McCoughtry tied it at 81
on a contested 3-pointer and Wil-
liams gave Atlanta its first lead since
2-0 on the Dream'’s next possession.

Jonquel Jones scored 10 of her 19
points in the second quarter for Con-
necticut (12-11). Rachel Banham add-
ed 15 points with three 3-pointers.

Undefeated in Five or Fewer

With the team’s four-point win over the Wings on
opening night, the Dream is now 10-0 in regular
season games decided by five points or fewer since
head coach Nicki Collen took over in 2018.

Hitting Double Digits

Six different players have scored 10 or more points
in a game so far this season, as Nia Coffey (11) and
Jessica Breland) joined the double digit club on June
6 against Las Vegas. Brittney Sykes has scored in
double digits a team-high three times this season, as

she remains the team’s leading scorer with 46 points
so far (11.5 PPG).

Sharp Shooter

Renee Montgomery has connected on at least one
three point shot in each of the first four games of the
season, hitting a season-high three 3PFG in the sea-
son opener against Dallas.

Dream in the Preseason
Atlanta spent the preseason on the road, picking up

two wins against Dallas (82-59) and New York (92-87)
in Connecticut, but fell to Washington in a 75-64 de-
cision in Albany, Ga. The game marked the Dream’s

first game in the state of Georgia outside of Atlanta.

WSB-TV Multimedia Partnership

The Atlanta Dream and WSB-TV announced a new
multi-platform media deal that will feature Dream
games being broadcast and streamed across WSB-TV
platforms this season. WSB-TV will present a total of
18 Dream games this season, including eight road
contests. The Dream also named its announcing team
for the upcoming season with Andy Demetra han-
dling play-by-play duties and Amy Audibert serving
as analyst.

Collen Chosen as Best Manager/Motivator of People
In the 2019 WNBA GM survey, head coach Nicki
Collen led all candidates with 50% of the vote for the
best manager/motivator of people. Tiffany Hayes was
chosen as the league’s most underrated player, tied
with LA's Chelsea Gray and Chicago’s Allie Quigley.
The Dream was chosen as the best defensive unit.

Dream Draft Three in 2019 WNBA Draft

The Dream drafted three players in the 2019 WNBA
Draft. Collen drafted Brianna Turner with the 11th
overall pick, Maite Cazorla (Oregon) in the second
round (23rd overall) and Li Yueru (China) in the third
round (35th overall). The team then traded Turner to
Phoenix for the draft rights to the Mercury’s 2018 first
round selection, Marie Gllich.

2018 Records

Last season, the Dream shot 47.6 percent from the
field in clutch time (defined as the last five minutes of
the fourth quarter/OT with score within five points),
which was the best mark in the league.

In 2018, the Dream set a franchise record with 18.4
three-point field goal attempts per game, the most
earned in a single season.

Atlanta’s 31.8 3FG% in 2018 ranks second in franchise
history.

The team’s 26.0 defensive rebounds per game
(885/34) in 2018 was the most earned in franchise
history (tied with 26.0 in 2010).
