WHITE PLAINS, N.Y. (AP) Tina 
Charles helped the New York Lib-
erty get a much-needed win.

The Liberty’s star scored 29 
points to help the team over-
come a strong effort from An-
gel McCoughtry and beat the 
short-handed Atlanta Dream 
79-72 on Tuesday night.

‘’It was a much-needed win being 
that we had just lost a couple 
of games,’’ Charles said. ‘’The 
defensive effort is what carried 
us throughout the game. Katie 
(Smith) put an emphasis on taking 
a step up on the defensive end.’’

New York got off to a strong 
start, leading 17-6 after the first 
quarter as the Dream struggled 
to hit shots. Then McCoughtry 
took over. She finished with a 
career-high 39 points. She was 19 
for 22 from the foul line - both ca-
reer bests. McCoughtry also had 
14 rebounds for the Dream.

The Liberty (4-6) were cruising 
early in this game, up 16 points in 
the first half before McCoughtry 
got going for the Dream. She 
had 23 points combined in the 
second and third quarters to rally 
the Dream (6-6). Her pass led to a 
three-point play for Damiris Dan-
tas that tied the game at 47 in the 
third quarter.

‘’She’s a very great player. She 
knows how to draw fouls and get 
to the basket,’’ Charles said. ‘’She 
played like Angel McCoughtry 
should.’’

The Liberty were up 50-49 head-
ing into the final period and 
Charles led a 15-6 run to open 
the quarter. New York’s star had 
five points during the burst and 
Atlanta could never get closer 
than five the rest of the way.

Things got a little testy in the 
final few minutes when Kia Nurse 
and Jessica Breland got tied up 
going for a rebound. Officials had 
to step between Breland and Kia 
Vaughn, who was defending her 
teammate. Both were assessed 
technical fouls.

‘’I love the heart of the team, how 
we played,’’ McCoughtry said. 
‘’We showed a lot of heart, and 
going forward we showed we 
have what it takes.’’

McCoughtry sat out last season to 
rest and is still learning about her 
teammates’ tendencies.

‘’Angel was incredible and I really 
feel like she would have been 
close to a triple-double if we had 
made some open shots,’’ Dream 
coach Nicki Collen said. ‘’For 
the first time since she’s put on a 
Dream uniform since she’s back 
with us, she was able to get in 
the lane and kick it out for open 
shots.’’

The Dream were missing Tiffany 
Hayes and Brittney Sykes, who 
are both in walking boots. Hayes 
injured her left ankle in a loss to 
Indiana and Sykes has missed five 
games with an injured right foot.

‘’Crazy proud of the effort. We 
were not playing with a full deck,’’ 
Collen said. ‘’We looked atro-
cious in the first quarter. ... To tie 
it up after scoring six points in 
the first quarter I was really proud 
of them. The ball just didn’t go 
through the orange hole.’’

ATLANTA (AP) Renee Mont-
gomery made a franchise-record 
seven 3-pointers and scored 24 
points, helping the Atlanta Dream 
beat the New York Liberty 82-68 
on Thursday night for their sixth 
straight victory.

Montgomery was 5 of 11 from 
3-point range in the first half. The 
club mark was six 3-pointers in a 
game, done twice by Betty Lenox. 
Montgomery broke the record 
with 4:14 left in the third quarter 
and did not attempt another shot.

Tiffany Hayes added 20 points for 
Atlanta (14-9), which was 9 of 30 
from 3-point range.

Atlanta had a six-point lead with 
3:58 left in the second quarter 
and closed the half on a 17-4 run 
to make it 50-31.

Tina Charles scored 11 points 
for New York (7-16) to take sole 
possession of second on the fran-
chise’s scoring list with 2,981. She 
entered tied with Cappie Pon-
dexter and trails Vickie Johnson 
(3,246), who has held the record 
since 2005.

Tina Charles had 20 of her 26 
points in the first half, helping the 
Liberty (7-23) go into the break 
with a 48-37 lead. Rebecca Allen 
added 16 points and Bria Hartley 
had 12.
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NOTES AND STORYLINES

Last Time Out: Dream vs. Liberty
Renee Montgomery showed out against the Liberty 
on August 12, 2018, by tying a WNBA record with 
eight 3-pointers in a single game. Montgomery had 
25 points in the second half, hitting seven 3-pointers 
to break the WNBA record for a half. Her efforts com-
bined with three other Dream double-digit scorers 
helped Atlanta defeat New York 86-77.

Career Milestones 
Jessica Breland  reached 300 career blocks on June 
21 at Connecticut, making her just the 19th player in 
WNBA to reach the milestone. Her 300 current career 
blocks ranks 5th among active players in the league. 

Tiffany Hayes reached 3,004 career points in the June 
19 matchup against the Fever. Hayes saw a sea-
son-high 28 points and four made three-pointers in 
the Dream’s 10-point victory over Indiana.

The Dream’s June 15th matchup in Dallas was Bent-
ley’s last game for a few weeks as she travels to Ser-
bia to compete with Belarus in the 2019 FIBA Wom-
en’s Eurobasket. Belarus is playing in Group D along 
with Russia, Belgium and Serbia in Zrenjanin, Serbia. 
The finals are set for July 7. 

June 27: Serbia 55-53 Belarus
Bentley picked up 4 assists, 4 steals, 3 rebounds and 
4 points in Belarus’ close loss to Serbia in the first 
game of group play.  

Welcome, Natisha!
The Atlanta Dream signed 5’7” guard Natisha Hie-
deman to take Bentley’s vacated spot on the roster 
while she fulfills overseas obligations. Hiedeman 
comes from Marquette - head coach Nicki Collen’s 
alma mater - where she became only the third Gold-
en Eagle to be selected in the WNBA Draft. She was 
chosen as the No. 18-overall selection by Minnesota 
before her draft rights were traded to Connecticut.

The 2018-19 unanimous Big East Player of the Year 
saw her first professional action with the Sun in each 
of Connecticut’s three preseason games, where she 
averaged 5.0 points per game. 

Sykes’ Famous Sneakers
After the Dream’s May 31 game against the Seattle 
Storm, a video of guard Brittney Sykes giving Mya 
Nelson - a 9-year-old Dream fan - her game-worn 
sneakers went viral. The original video has nearly 
300,000 views on Twitter alone, and has been picked 
up by a number of national outlets. 

“She was one of the loudest little kids in the build-
ing,” Sykes said. “She was cheering us on. Mind you, 
we’re getting beaten by Seattle. But she’s giving us 
encouragement, telling us to keep going, telling us 
how much she loved the Dream, how much she loved 
our fight and everything. After I watched that video, 
our GM (Chris Sienko) sent it to us in a group chat 
and said, ‘This is why we play. Keep in mind there’s 
fans that love us and enjoy us.’”

Atlanta Block Party
