2020 WNBA Season at IMG Academy

The league's 24" season will take place in Bradentan, Florida at
IMG Academy, the Official Home of the 2020 WNBA season, and
willinclude a 22-game schedule for each of its 12 teams. The
Dream'’s regular season will run from July 26 to September 11, and
will be followed by a standard-format Playoff series.

Laney Finding Her Place

After spending the first four years of her career with Indiana and
Chicago, guard Betnijah Laney is finding her place with Atlanta.
Originally brought in for her defensive mindset, she has proven
herselfto be a strong offensive player and has been a standout
for the Dream throughout the season.

In her first game in red and gray, Laney started and put up a
career-high 19 points with 3 assists and grabbed two defensive
boards. She became the second Dream player to collect 30 points
in a game this season, and maost recently tallied her seventh dou-
ble-digit outing of the season against Seattle (8/12).

With her career-high 35 points against Washington (8/19), she
recorded her 10*" double-Ffigure outing of the season. Prior to
coming to Atlanta, she had only scored in double digits on 10
occasions in four years.

Her 204 total points and 17.0 per game both rank 7" in the WNBA
this season, while her 77 FGM and 154 FGA both rank 5. Her19
total steals so far ranks 6% in the league and her 1.6 steals per
game ranks 8.

Fhree Four Players Get 30

For the first time in franchise history, four different players have
recorded 30-point outings in the same season, although the team
set the record back at three. Monique Billings started it off with 30
points in the Dream's season opener against Dallas (7/26), Betni-
jah Laney tied her record with 30 points against New York (7/31],
and Chennedy Carter helped set the record with 35 points against
Seattle (8/6). Most recently, Courtney Williams became the fourth
different player to do it with 30 points against Washington (8/19],
following Laney's career-high 35-point performance.

C. Williams (30) and Laney (35) became only the second pair in
franchise history to record 30+ points each in the same game. The
last duo to do it was Angel McCoughtry and Izaine Castro Margues
as they scored 32 points each against Connecticut on July 7, 2010.
They are only the 9™ duo of teammates to do so in WNBA history,
with the most recent being Skylar Diggins-Smith and Odyssey
Sims with Tulsa in 2014 (from Across the Timeline).

WNBPA Messaging Around Actions with the Anthem

“We are standing united across the league during opening
weekend to make a statement about how the anthem does not
represent freedom, justice and liberty for all Americans. We will
continue to protest in varius forms.”

Returning Players

Dream veteran center Elizabeth Williams and forward Monique
Billings are the only returning players an Atlanta's roster this
season. They are joined by 11 new players, three of which are rook-
ies. Blake Dietrick played for the Dream in 2018 and returned for
training camp in 2019, but was waived by Atlanta and picked up by
Seattle for the 2019 season.

Only one other team* in WNBA history has returned two or fewer
players from the previous season - Phoenix in 2017 [returned
Diana Taurasi and Brittney Griner).

Elizabeth Williams

With Dream veteran Tiffany Hayes choosing to forego the 2020
season, Elizabeth Williams becomes the Dream'’s current active
leader in nearly every statistical category with 1,481 points, 976
rebounds, 270 blocks, 145 games played and 4,362 minutes in a
Dream uniform. She took over as the Dream's team captain this
year in her fifth season with the team, and holds the secretary
position on the WNBPA's Executive Committee.

In her first game of the season, Williams shot a perfect 7-of-7
from the field and 3-o0f-3 from the charity stripe, tying the fran-
chise record for most field goals without a miss.

Opening Night

In the Dream’'s 105-95 season-opening win over Dallas, Atlanta
showed off a fast new offensive pace to emerge as the top-scoring
team through the first games. Monique Billings led all scorers over
the weekend, finishing with 30 points and 13 rebounds for her sec-
ond career double-double. All five starters for the Dream scared
in double digits and combined for 100 points for the first time in
franchise history and just the sixth time in WNBA histaory.

Chennedy Carter has proven herself to not only be one of the top
rookies in the league this year, but one of the best players in the
WNBA through the first six games. She now holds the franchise re-
cord for points scored by a rookie in a single game (35 vs. Seattle,
8/6) and became the youngest player in league history at 21 years
and 266 days old to score 30+ points in a game.

Carter most recently set the franchise record for most points
scored by a rookie with her 35-point outing against Seattle (8/6).
She is just the fourth first-year player to score 25+ pointsin a
game for Atlanta, and the third to score at least 30. It marked
just the sixth time in Dream history that a player has recorded
30+ points and 7+ assists in a game (Betty Lenox -1, Iziane Castro
Marques -1, Angel McCoughtry - 3).

The outing made her the first player in the WNBA to score 35+
points since Indiana's Kelsey Mitchell on September 8, 2019.

She is the first Dream rookie to score in double-figures in each of
her first six games - a record she set back in her fourth game.

Lady Vols

Glory Johnson and Shekinna Stricklen will appear on the same
roster for the first time in their professional careers this summer.
The last time the duo played together was at the University of Ten-
nessee, when they led the Lady Vols to back-to-back Elite Eight
appearances and three-straight SEC Tournament Championships
under legendary coach Pat Summitt. Stricklen and Johnson were
selected second and fourth overall, respectively, in the 2012 WNBA
Draft. Their first game together on the same professional roster
was on July 31 against New York.

Connecticut South

Shekinna Stricklen and Courtney Williams, who helped Connecti-
cut reach the WNBA Finals last season, are new to Atlanta but not
to Nicki Collen, who spent 2015-17 as an assistant with the Sun.
Last year, Stricklen ranked third in the league in made threes (76)
and Williams was 20th in scaring (13.2 ppg). Dream guard Betnijah
Laney and center Elizabeth Williams also spent a year each in
Uncasville, with E. Williams being drafted by the Sun in 2015.

There are also three members of the Dream'’s front office staff
that previously worked for the Sun - President and GM Chris Sien-
ko, Director of Ticketing Annmarie Gengo, and Director of Game
Operations Brennan Galloway.

Offseason Moves

Atlanta had the most active offseason of any team in the league
this year, aquiring 10 new players through Free Agency, the Draft
and trades prior to coming to Florida. The Dream traded for
Courtney Williams from Connecticut and Kalani Brown from Los
Angeles, along with a talented crop of Free Agents that included
Glory Johnson and Shekinna Stricklen. “Dream fans should be
blown away by their team’s offseason. Buy stock now,” - Matt
Ellentuck, SB Nation.

Bluejay in Red

Jaylyn Agnew joined the Dream in late June this year after a
standout career at Creighton. Drafted with the No. 24 overall

pick in the 2020 WNBA Draft by the Washington Mystics, Agnew
became the first Bluejay to be drafted into the league. The Mystics
waived her on May 25, but she was picked up by the Dream on
June 24. She became the first Creighton women's basketball
player to check into a WNBA game on July 26, playing 10 minutes
for Atlanta against Dallas.

The AAPF and the #SayHerName Campaign

Launched in December 2014 by the African American Paolicy Forum
(AAPF] and Center for Intersectionality and Social Policy Studies
(CISPS), the #SayHerName campaign brings awareness to the of-
ten invisible names and stories of Black women and girls who have
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been victimized by racist police violence, and provides support to
their families.

Black women and girls as young as 7 and as old as 93 have been
killed by the police, though we rarely hear their names. Knowing
their names is a necessary but not a sufficient condition for lifting
up their stories which in turn provides a much clearer view of the
wide-ranging circumstances that make Black women's bodies dis-
proportionately subject to police violence. To lift up their stories,
and illuminate police violence against Black women, we need to
know who they are, how they lived, and why they suffered at the
hands of police.

Dream Draft Four in 2020 WNBA Draft

The Dream drafted four players in the 2020 WNBA Draft, head-
lined by guard Chennedy Carter out of Texas AGM with the No. 4
overall selection. Collen picked Texas Tech forward Brittany Brew-
er with the No. 17 overall selection (second round) - Carter and
Brewer both signed contracts with the team for the 2020 season.

Collen also selected Oregon State guard Mikayla Pivec and
Clemson forward Kobi Thornton with the No. 25 and 27 picks (third
round], respectively.

A Bold New Era

Atlanta implemented a rebrand prior to the 2020 season, un-
veiling new logos and colors for the first time since its inaugural
season (2008). The Dream also has new uniforms, a new mascot
and had been slated for a new home - the Gateway Center Arena
(@ College Park. The new primary logo reflects a combination of
icons related to Atlanta's history. Centered around a basketball,
the rising phoenix symbolizes the city's rise from the ashes of
the Civil War to become a world city, and a shooting star ties the
Dream to its original roots.

Are We Done Talking About Breonna Taylor?

OFf course not. On the day of this game, it will have been 161 days
since she was murdered in her own apartment. The officers re-
sponsible for her death have not been arrested. Moving forward,
players will have the option to keep her name on the back of their
jerseys. Ten Dream players will still be wearing her name plate for
the duration of the season.

Ogwumike started
far her sister Nneka, who was out with an
illness that sidelined her far the second
half of the team'’s last game against Las
Vegas.

Chelsea Gray added 15 points.

After trailing by 11 after one quarter, the
Sparks rallied in the second quarter, took
the lead in the third and held off Atlanta
to move a full game ahead of fifth-place
Chicago with two games to play.

The Sparks [20-12) have won 12 straight
at home, where they play their last two
games. Los Angeles coach Derek Fisher
became the ninth WNBA head coach to
get to 20 wins in their first season. The
record is 29 by the Sparks' Michael Coo-
perin 2000.

Atlanta shot 55% in the first quarter to
33% for the Sparks but a 7-0 run helped
Los Angeles take a brief lead befare the
Dream took a 35-34 lead into the break.
It was 51-45 for the Sparks after three
quarters. The teams combined to go 7 of
40 from 3-point range.

Alex Bentley, who did not score in the
second half, and Elizabeth Williams each
had 15 points for Atlanta (7-25). The
Dream are having their worst season
since their inaugural season of 2008
(Four wins).

ATLANTA (AP] Nneka Ogwumike had 24
points, nine rebounds and five assists,
Tierra Ruffin-Pratt made six of Los
Angeles' nine 3-pointers, and the Sparks
closed on a15-1runto beat the Atlanta
Dream 78-66 on Tuesday night.

Atlanta was just one for its first 17 from
3-point range until Tiffany Hayes sank
one from the corner for a 65-63 lead with
314 to go. But Chelsea Gray answered at
the other end with a 3-pointer and the
Dream didn't score in the final 1:50.

Ruffin-Pratt finished with 23 points for
Los Angeles (11-8). Chiney Ogwumike
had 15 points and 12 rebounds and Gray
added 10 points with six assists.

Monigue Billings scored a career-high

16 points for Atlanta [5-15), which has
lost five straight games. Hayes returned
after missing two games with a hamstring
injury and scored 15 points.

Portland Trail Blazers guard Kent Baze-
more, who spent five seasons with the
Atlanta Hawks, sat courtside.

ATLANTA (AP] Riguna Williams scored

23 points, hitting five 3-pointers, and
Nneka Ogwumike added 17 points and 15
rebounds to help the Los Angeles Sparks
beat the Atlanta Dream 76-71in avertime
on Sunday.

Kalani Brown, the No. 7 overall pick in
April's draft, tied her season-high with 12
points and Chelsea Gray added 10 points
and nine assists for Los Angeles.

Atlanta used a 9-2 run to close regulation
and open the extra period to take a 67-64
lead with three minutes to play. Eliza-
beth Williams made 1aof 2 free throws to
open the scoring in overtime and give

the Dream their first lead since late in
the first half before Tiffany Hayes made

a short floater to cap the spurt. Williams
made back-to-back 3-pointers to give
the Sparks a three-point lead with 1:29
remaining and the Sparks led the rest of
the way. Her steal with 31.3 seconds left,
and Gray's pull-up jumper 20 seconds
later, sealed it for Los Angeles.
