Returning forward Cheyenne Parker and new-addition Allisha Gray
both signed new contracts with the Dream prior to the 2023 season,
keeping them in Atlanta for the near fufture.

The Dream acquired Gray in a trade that sent the team’s 2023 No. 3
pick and 2025 first round pick to the Dallas Wings earlier this year.

She joins the Dream after a career-best season with the Wings in 2022
where she averaged 13.3 points, 4.8 rebounds and 2.5 assists per
game.

In her last two seasons with the Dream Parker has averaged 11.4
points, 5.7 rebounds and 1.1 steals per game. After missing the last
