Dream head coach Tanisha Wright’s all-time assists record. Heading
into Sunday’s game in Chicago, Robinson has 1,422 career assists (12
all-time); Wright finished her career with 1,423 (11" all-time).

A Statistcal Breakdown Of The Dream Dominance (7/15)

The Dream have gone 6-1since Danielle Robinson has joined the
starting lineup after an early season injury. In that time Atlanta own
the largest win streak (6) and have volted to the top of the league in
various categories. Between that time frame, the Dream are leading
the league in blocks (5.1), defensive rebounds (30.2) and free throw
attemps per game (24). Atlanta is scoring 91 points per game which is
second only to the Aces.

Dream Star-Power On Full Display In Vegas

First-time All-Stars Cheyenne Parker and Allisha Gray were joined

by two-time All-Star Rhyne Howard in the 2023 AT&T WNBA All-Star
Game on Saturday, July 15. Atlanta was one of only three teams with
three or more players in the game, joining New York (3) and Las Vegas
(4). All three Dream players scored in double digits, combining for 40
— Howard led with 16, Parker put up 14 and Gray finished with 10. All
three players hit a four-point shot in the game, with Parker leading the
team going 3-of-4 from beyond the arc. Howard led the Team Wilson
bench with three assists.

Atlanta’s New Big 3

Rhyne Howard has been called up as a 2023 AT&T WNBA All-Star,
the league announced on Tuesday, July 11, her second All-Star nod.
Howard joins Dream teammates Gray and Parker on Team Wilson in
the game, stepping in as an injury replacement for the Washington
Muystics’ Elena Delle Donne.

The Dream’s Big Three have put the entire WNBA on notice as they led
the team’s surge up the standings. With one game remaining before
the All-Star break the Dream own the longest active win streak with
five in a row. The last time a Dream team did this was 2018, when they

finished 1st in the conference and made the Eastern Conference Finals.

Gray and Parker were both named 2023 AT&T WNBA All-Stars. Both
players earned their first-ever WNBA All-Star nod in the middle of
career-best seasons.

Only three teams have three or more representatives in the All-Star
game - Atlanta joins only the “superteams” Las Vegas (4) and New
York (3).

The Atlanta Dream (11-8) are level with the Washington Mystics (11-8)
who are currently sitting in fourth place in the standings. The Dream
now sit witht the upper echelon of the league, and now look to break
away from Washington and hold down a top four spot going into the
back-half of the season.

Cheyenne Parker Double-Double Machine

Cheyenne Parker recorded her third consecutive double-double with
18 points and 11 rebounds (the last player to achieve this in a Dream
uniform was Sancho Lyttle in 2016). This marks her 6th double-double
of the season and 21st of her career.

Tanisha Wright’s Record in Jeopardy

Guard Danielle Robinson is only 10 assists away from breaking current
Dream head coach Tanisha Wright’s all-time assists record. Heading
into Sunday’s game in Chicago, Robinson has 1,414 career assists (121
all-time); Wright finished her career with 1,423 (11" all-time).

Dream Answer Wright’s Call for Consistency

Atlanta Dream’s Head Coach, Tanisha Wright has been vocal about
asking her young squad to focus on consistency throughout the
season. After the 90-79 win against the Sparks on Wednesday (7/5),
Atlanta has now won three in a row, moving to .500 for season. To
make things sweeter, the Dream have scored 90+ points in each of
those wins, the first time that has happened this season.

Howard’s Historic Scoring Performance

Rhyne Howard now owns the second 40-point scoring game in Dream
history, with 43 points on 70% shooting against the Sparks (7/2). Betty
Lennox owns the franchise record of 44. Howard currently has the
second highest score this season, behind Breanna Stewart who had
45. Howard’s 43-point performance sits 13th all-time in scoring in the
WNBA.

Howard Does it Again

Rhyne Howard broke fanchise history again on Friday night against
the Mystics, making it 25 games in a row with at least one made
3-pointer. Howard holds the longest active streak in the WNBA and
now owns the Dream franchise record after overtaking Renee Mont-
gomery (24).

Dream SNAP Mystics cold streak

The Dream broke a seven-game losing streak to Washington, defeat-
ing them 94-89 in front of a sold-out Atlanta crowd (6/30). First time
All-Star, Allisha Gray led the Dream with 26 points and Rhyne Howard
dished out a career high 8 assists, including four to Gray.

Danielle Robinson Joins Elite Scoring Club

The 11-year WNBA veteran scored her 3000th career point against
the Washington Muystics (6/28) in style with a bucket from outside the
arc only hitting net. Robinson is the 90th player in WNBA history to
acheive the milestone.

Dream Take Three of Four on Road Trip

The Atlanta Dream won three of their four games as a part of the
team’s last road trip - defeating conference leaders New York and
Connecticut before picking up a road win over Indiana. The Dream fell
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to Dallas on Tuesday to close the road stand.

Dream Snap losing streak to the Sun, in overtime classic

Atlanta snapped a seven-game losing streak to Connecticut on Thurs-
day night 92-88. The Dream closed a 10-point halftime gap inspired
by scoring from Allisha Gray (27), Rhyne Howard (19) and Cheyenne
Parker (19).

Six Players with 12+ Lead Dream to W over Liberty

For the first time in franchise history and for the second time in league
history, the Dream had six players with 12+ points in a single game:
Allisha Gray (16), Haley Jones (13), AD Durr (13), Rhyne Howard (12)
Nia Coffey (12) and Monique Billings (12) heavily contributed to the
Dream’s 86-79 win against New York (6/13).

Dream Start To June Road Trip

The Dream began their four-game road trip with a seven point victory
over the New York Liberty 86-79. Outscoring New York 27-9 in bench
points, the Dream were energized by AD Durr and Monique Billings
who combined for 25 of those points.

Howard makes HISTORY, breaks a 25-year-old WNBA Record
Dream guard Rhyne Howard reached 100 made 3-pointers in only 40
games on Friday night against New York (6/9), setting a WNBA record.
She is the fastest to ever reach the milestone (40 games), defeating
Cynthia Cooper’s 41-game record set back in 1998.

WNBA Commissioner’s Cup

The third annual Commissioner’s Cup presented by Coinbase is an
in-season competition throughout the regular season, with players
competing for a prize pool and an additional pool of money for chari-
table and civic organizations. The Dream’s Commissioner’s Cup games
are denoted with an asterisk on the first page of these notes.

With a 4-3 record so far in the competition, the Dream have already
donated $9,500 to local nonprofit Helping Mamas, an organization
that provides essential baby items to organizations serving women
and children in need.

Dream Forward, Nia Coffey, has begun the 2023 season with 11 blocks
through 5 games. With an average of 2.2 block per game, Coffey is
3rd across the WNBA, and an anchor to the Dream defense.

Comeback Win at Minnesota

The Dream were down 40-47 at halftime in last Tuesday’s game at
Minnesota, and ended up recouping a 19-point deficit to secure the
win. It stands as the largest comeback win in Dream history after
Atlanta was 0-20 last season when trailing at the half.

Atlanta Dream Announce Full Broadcast Schedule

AlL 40 of the Dream’s games this season will air either locally or
nationally, with 34 games available to fans via national broadcast

or stream. Atlanta’s season tips off with a national broadcast as the
Dream’s season opener against the Dallas Wings on May 20th will

air on ABC at 1:00 p.m. ET. ESPN will broadcast back-to-back Dream
games as Atlanta hosts the Connecticut Sun on Saturday, July 22 at1
p.m. E.T. and the Phoenix Mercury on Tuesday, July 25 at 7:00 p.m. ET.

Bally Sports South’s season-long coverage will begin with the team’s
game at the Minnesota Lynx on Tuesday, May 23, airing on Bally
Sports Southeast and streaming on the Bally Sports app beginning at
8:00 p.m. ET.

Nine Friday night Atlanta Dream games will air nationally on ION TV,
beginning with the team’s June 2nd home game against the Las Vegas
Aces. Atlanta will have four games air on CBS Sports Network and
eight on NBA TV. Several games will be available for fans to stream

as well, with two on Twitter, three on Amazon Prime Video, and three
streaming through ESPN3.

The broadcast team for Atlanta Dream games on Bally Sports returns
for their third season together in 2023. Angel Gray is back for her
third season as play-by-play announcer, while LaChina Robinson and
Tabitha Turner will split time as analysts again this season. Robinson
returns for her 14th season with the Dream, while Turner will provide
commentary for a fifth consecutive season.

Dream Reload with Three Picks in 2023 WNBA Draft

The Atlanta Dream selected guard Haley Jones with the No. 6 overall
pick out of Stanford, Laeticia Amihere out of South Carolina with the
No. 8 pick, and Leigha Brown with the No. 15 pick (second round) in
the 2023 WNBA Draft.

“We targeted two players at 6 and 8 and feel very fortunate to have
landed both of them,” said General Manager Dan Padover. “Haley has
played at an elite level her entire life and is a versatile guard who will
complement our backcourt in a variety of ways. Laeticia is a unique
talent with endless potential, and we are looking forward to seeing
her growth at the pro level. Leigha is an ultra-competitor who can
play multiple positions. We are excited that this year’s draft will bring
another influx of youth and excitement to this roster.”

Dream Sign Cheyenne Parker, Allisha Gray to Contract Extensions
Returning forward Cheyenne Parker and new-addition Allisha Gray
both signed new contracts with the Dream prior to the 2023 season,
keeping them in Atlanta for the near fufture.

The Dream acquired Gray in a trade that sent the team’s 2023 No. 3
pick and 2025 first round pick to the Dallas Wings earlier this year.
She joins the Dream after a career-best season with the Wings in 2022
where she averaged 13.3 points, 4.8 rebounds and 2.5 assists per
game.

In her last two seasons with the Dream Parker has averaged 11.4
points, 5.7 rebounds and 1.1 steals per game. After missing the last
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half of the 2021 season to give birth to her daughter Naomi, Parker
returned to the court to play in all 36 of Atlanta’s games in 2022, tally-
ing career-best records with 176 baskets, 163 defensive rebounds, 222
total rebounds, 71 assists and 37 steals.

Atlanta Continues to Invest in Player Growth with Kia Vaughn and
Kiara McClendon Hires

The Dream hired WNBA veteran player Kia Vaughn as a Basketball
Operations Associate and Kiara McClendon as Director of Player
Engagement this past offseason.

Both hires reflect Dream ownership’s commitment to providing
resources and opportunities to both current and former players, giving
them a world class experience while in Atlanta and setting them up for
both current and long-term success.

In her newly created position, McClendon will serve as the players’
primary off-court liaison, helping them seamlessly transition into life in
Atlanta and build a community that bolsters their lives off the court.
The Dream also launched a pilot program designed to transition
recently retired WNBA players into the next phase of their careers
while providing insight and training around the many opportunities in
professional basketball, from coaching to working in a front office. The
program is designed to develop the WNBA’s own talent with the goal
of setting former players up for long-term success.

Vaughn joined the team as the first member of the Dream’s Retired
Player Transition Program as a Basketball Operations Associate.

Atlanta Dream Make Long-Term Committment to Head Coach and
General Manager

Head coach Tanisha Wright, AP Coach of the Year in her first season,
and Dan Padover, two-time WNBA Executive of the Year, each signed
five-year contract extensions in December 2022 that will keep them
in Atlanta through the 2027 season. Per team policy, terms of the
contracts were not disclosed.

“We are essentially building the Atlanta Dream from scratch, and that
takes time,” said Larry Gottesdiener, primary owner of the Atlanta
Dream. “What Tanisha and Dan accomplished with this team in less
than a year is extraordinary, and is something that should put the
sports world on notice of exciting things to come from our franchise.”
