CHICAGO (Associated Press)— Diana Taurasi scored 12 of her 23 points in Phoenix's highest-scoring first quarter of the season, Sophie Cunningham
added 13 points and a career-best 10 rebounds — her first double-double in the WNBA — and the Mercury led for nearly 38 minutes Sunday night in
their 86-68 win over the Chicago Sky. Brittney Griner added 18 points. Monique Billings, who signed a seven-day contract with Phoenix (15-13) earlier
in the day, made 5 of 7 from the field and finished with 13 points, eight rebounds and two steals in 23 minutes. Taurasi, on the fastbreak, hit a pull-up
3-pointer from behind the hash mark to make it 7-4 and the Mercury led the rest of the way. The six time Olympic gold medalist hit three free throws
to spark an 11-3 run that pushed the margin to 22-11 when Griner made a short jumper 6 minutes into the game. Taurasi hit a jumper to close the
first quarter and make it 32-19. Angel Reese scored 19 points and grabbed a career-high 20 rebounds for Chicago (11-16). The No. 7 draft pick has
grabbed double-digit rebounds in 20 consecutive games. After just 27 games, she is the fastest in league history to record 20 double-doubles,
including each of the last four games. She also had 12 points and 11 rebounds in the WNBA All-Star Game. Chennedy Carter added 16 points, six
rebounds and six assists for the Sky. Kamilla Cardoso and Isabelle Harrison scored 12 points apiece. Chicago shot 35.9% (28 of 78) from the field, went
0 for 14 from 3-point range and made just 12 of 21 from the free-throw line. Phoenix won the first two games of the season series with the Sky — one
game remains next month. Kahleah Copper scored 29 points as the Mercury beat Chicago 85-65 on Thursday, when the regular season resumed after
a monthlong pause for the Paris Olympics. Phoenix lost to Caitlin Clark and the Indiana Fever on Friday, while Chicago bounced back with a 90-86
win Saturday over the Los Angeles Sparks.

KEY CONNECTIONS
+ Newly acquired Mercury forward Monique Billings played six seasons with the Dream (2018-23) after being selected 15th overall by Atlanta in the 2018 WNBA Draft. Billings appeared in 176
career regular season games (44 starts) with Atlanta and averaged 5.9 points and 5.8 rebounds per game.

+ Dream center Tina Charles signed with Phoenix as a free agent ahead of the 2022 season and appeared in 16 games and averaged 17.3 points and 7.3 rebounds before the Mercury and
Charles agreed to a contract divorce.

KEY PEFORMANCES VS. ATLANTA
+ Kahleah Copper scored a career-high 38 points (11-of-20 FG / 13-of-16 FT) in the Mercury's win against the Dream on May 18 in Phoenix. Copper's 38 points (in just her second game in a
Mercury uniform) are tied for the sixth most in franchise history (only Diana Taurasi has scored more in a game – 47, 41, 42, 41, 39). 

+ Diana Taurasi made WNBA history last season against the Dream on August 3 at Footprint Center, scoring a season-high 42 points and becoming the first player in league history to reach
10,000 career points. Taurasi's 42 points were the third most in her career and her most in a regulation game. It marked her fourth career regular season 40+ point game, giving her sole
possession of the most in league history (passed Maya Moore, 3). Taurasi joined Michael Jordan as the only other player in WNBA/NBA history to score 40+ points as the age of 40 or older
(Jordan: 40 years, 4 days – 43 points in 43 minutes / Taurasi: 41 years, 53 days – 42 points in 30 minutes).
 
+ Last season with Washington, Natasha Cloud dished out a career-high and Mystics franchise-record 15 assists against the Dream on September 8. Cloud became just the sixth player in WNBA
history to record 15+ assists, joining Courtney Vandersloot (7 times), Tina Penicheiro (4 times), Sabrina Ionescu, Cappie Pondexter and Alyssa Thomas.
 
+ Last season with the Connecticut Sun, Bec Allen recorded a career-high 6 blocks in a win over the Dream on July 20. She joined Napheesa Collier, Elizabeth Williams and A'ja Wilson as the
only four players to record 6 blocks in 2023. It marked Allen's second career 5+ block game (second of the season).

+ Taurasi reached 4,000 career regular season points against Atlanta on September 5, 2009, becoming the fastest player (197 games) in WNBA history to reach 4,000, breaking Lauren Jackson's
record (209 games). Back in June, Breanna Stewart broke Taurasi's record, reaching 4,000 in one less game (196)

PHOENIX (Associated Press) — Kahleah Copper scored a career-high 38 points and combined with Sophie Cunningham for the last 16 points as the Phoenix Mercury recovered after losing a
10-point fourth-quarter lead to beat the Atlanta Dream 88-85 on Saturday night. Cheyenne Parker-Tyus had 11 points and Allisha Gray 10 in the fourth quarter as the Dream, down 70-60 with
8:43 to play, charged back to lead 81-74 at the 4:11 mark. A layup by Parker-Tyus produced Atlanta's first lead of the game at 73-72. Cunningham answered with a 3-pointer and Copper's four
free throws pulled the Mercury within 83-81 with 1 1/2 minutes to play. Following an offensive foul on Tina Charles, Copper found Cunningham on the left side for a 3-pointer and the lead with
1:11 to play. Natasha Cloud then blocked a Rhyne Howard attempt and Copper converted that into a layup for an 86-83 lead at 28.1 seconds. Parker-Tyus made it a one-point game again but
Copper answered and Howard missed a a 3-point try for the tie. Diana Taurasi had 15 points and Cunningham 10 for the Mercury (1-1), who gave Nate Tibbetts his first win in the WNBA. Gray
finished with 22 points, Howard had 21 and Parker-Tyus 18 for the Dream (1-1). Phoenix led from the outset, scoring the first seven points and leading 24-15 after one quarter and 43-37 at the
half. Copper and Taurasi combined for 23 points but Howard kept the Dream in it with 17, going 4 of 5 on 3-pointers. Atlanta closed the third quarter with a 7-2 run to clip another point off the
Phoenix lead and trailed 65-60 going into the fourth quarter, despite Copper scoring 16 of the 22 Mercury points.

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• Kahleah Copper, Brittney Griner and Diana Taurasi won gold with Team USA at the 2024 

Summer Olympics in Paris on Aug. 11. With their 67-66 victory over France, the U.S. Women 

captured a 10th overall, and record eighth-straight gold medal, claiming the longest Olympic 

gold medal streak in a traditional team sport. Team USA also extended their Olympic win 

streak to 61 games, stretching back to the 1996 Olympics. 

• The Mercury joined the Aces as the only team to have three or more players on Team USA’s 
12-person roster (Aces had four). 
 

THE GOLD STANDARD 

o Taurasi became the first player in Olympic basketball history (women’s or men’s) and 

Olympic team sport history to win six gold medals (2004, 08, 12, 16, 21, 24), surpassing 

her longtime teammate Sue Bird. 

o Taurasi also became just the fourth Olympic athlete to win gold at six different Olympic 

Games, joining Isabell Werth (GER – Equestrian – gold in 7 Olympics), Birgit Fischer (GER 

– Canoe – gold in 6 Olympics) and Aladár Gerevich (HUN – Fencing – gold in 6 Olympics). 

o Taurasi finished her Olympic career with a 44-0 record and ranks first in U.S. Women’s 
Basketball Olympic history in games played (42) and second in points (419, behind only 

Lisa Leslie – 488). 

o Taurasi (42) became the oldest player in U.S. Women’s Basketball history to compete at 
the Olympics (Bird was 40 at the 2021 Tokyo Games). 

GOLDEN GRINER 

o Griner won her third Olympic gold medal, joining Taurasi (6) / Bird (5) / Teresa Edwards, Tamkia Catchings, Sylvia Fowles, Lisa Leslie (4) / Katie 

Smith, Dawn Staley, Breanna Stewart, Sheryl Swoopes (3) as the only players in U.S. Women’s Basketball history to win three or more golds. 

COPPER TO GOLD 

o Copper scored a team-high 10 points in the fourth quarter of the gold medal game, including two clutch free throws with three seconds remaining to 

propel the U.S. to victory and capture her first Olympic gold medal. She finished the game with 12 points (3-of-8 FG / 6-of-6 FT), 5 rebounds, 2 assists 

and 2 steals in 22 minutes.

o Griner and Taurasi both surpassed 100 career All-Star points in the game, joining Tamika Catchings, Lisa Leslie, Maya Moore and Nneka

behind only Moore (131) and Catchings (111). 

o Taurasi scored 14 points and knocked down 3 three-pointers. She now has made the most threes in All-Star history (22), passing Katie Douglas

• Phoenix is the only undefeated team (13-0) who is undefeated when tied or leading going into the fourth quarter

GOT THEIR NUMBER 

• Two of the Mercury’s three games out of the Olympic break have come against the Sky, with Phoenix winning both games by double-digits. Phoenix’s 85-

65 win at CHI on Aug. 15 marked their largest margin of victory of the season and their win vs. CHI on Aug. 18 in Phoenix was their third largest margin. 

• In both matchups against the Sky, Phoenix has held CHI under 70 points, marking two of their three lowest opponent totals for the year (65 on Aug. 15 was 

a Mercury opponent season low). 

• They limited the Sky to 0-of-14 from beyond the arc on Aug. 18 – the first time since 2016 the Sky did not make a three-pointer. It marks the ninth time in 

WNBA history that a team has shot 0-of-14 or worse from three (the first since IND shot 0-of-16 against CON in 2019). It’s the first time in nine years a 
team has failed to make a three against the Mercury (first since June 14, 2015 when MIN shot 0-of-9). 

 

READY FOR SOME MO! 

• The Mercury signed veteran forward Monique Billings to a seven-day contract on Sunday. Just hours later in her debut, Billings recorded 13 points (5-of-7 

FG), 8 rebounds and a season-high 2 steals in 23 minutes off the bench. It marked her 10th game of the season scoring in double-figures and her second 

time doing so as a reserve. Billings also knocked down her third career three (second of the season). 

 

DOUBLE THE SPICE 

• Sophie Cunningham recorded her first career double-double in the Mercury’s win over CHI on Aug. 18 (13 points and a career-high 10 rebounds). 

Cunningham is averaging 7.7 rebounds in the three games (all starts) out of the Olympic break and has recorded 6+ rebounds in three consecutive games 

for the second time in her career (did so in four consecutive games in July 2022). 

 

SMOOTH SHOOTER SOPH 

• Sophie Cunningham is fourth in the league in true shooting percentage (62.5%) – which measures a player’s efficiency at shooting the ball – trailing only 

Stefanie Dolson, Jonquel Jones and Kayla McBride. 

• Cunningham has shot 40.0%+ from three in a league-best 19 games this season (her previous record for a season was 14 games in 2021) … She is shooting 
39.8% from deep for the season, fourth in the league amongst players who have attempted 100+ threes.

A widely-respected veteran coach with nearly two decades of experience in the NBA and NBA G League, Nate
Tibbetts enters his first season as head coach for the Phoenix Mercury in 2024 after being named the 12th coach
in WNBA history on October 18, 2023.  
 
Tibbetts, 46, brings 18 years of professional coaching experience, including 12 years as an NBA assistant coach
with the Orlando Magic, Portland Trail Blazers and Cleveland Cavaliers, and six years in the G League with the
Tulsa 66ers and Sioux Falls Skyforce.
 
Tibbetts joins the Mercury from the Orlando Magic where he spent two seasons as an assistant under head coach
Jamahl Mosley, and before that spent eight seasons as an assistant coach with the Portland Trail Blazers
(2013-21) under head coach Terry Stotts, including the final two seasons as associate head coach. While with the
Trail Blazers, the team advanced to the postseason eight times including a trip to the 2019 Western Conference
Finals. Tibbetts began his NBA coaching career with the Cleveland Cavaliers in 2011. Tibbetts also served as Team
USA’s head basketball coach at the 2011 Pan American Games, leading the squad to a bronze medal.  
 
Tibbetts also spent two seasons as head coach of the NBA Development League’s Tulsa 66ers (2009-11) and four
seasons with the Sioux Falls Skyforce (2005-09), including two as head coach. He began his coaching career as an
assistant coach at the University of Sioux Falls (2001-05).  
 
A native of Jefferson, South Dakota, Tibbetts played collegiate basketball at the University of South Dakota where
he won three conference titles and is a member of the USD Sports Hall of Fame (2014) after finishing his career as
the program’s all-time leader in assists. He and wife Lyndsey have twin daughters, Londyn and Jordyn. Tibbetts is
the son of legendary South Dakota basketball coach, Fred Tibbetts, who coached high school girls and women’s
collegiate basketball for more than 30 years, winning an unprecedented 11 high school state championships.
